Oar report of the court proceedimgs last
we-k closed at 3 o'cloek on Thursday, while
Judze Magruder was making the opening
statement for defense before the jury in the case
of John Benj. Biscoe for the murder of Capt.
Rbert Dixon. Court held until six o'clock
that afierneon when some testimony 1n the
case was taken.

Friday.—Court called ut 10 o'clock, with a
full bench in attendance. The case against
Biscoe was continued and testimony resumed.
This case was continued throughoat Friday and
Saturday, and was given to the jury at 7o’clock
Siturday evening, and at 3 minutes before 9
o’'clock the same evening the jury returned
to court with a verdict of guilty of murder in
the first degree. . The testimony in the case was
important and many witnesses were examined
both for prosecation amd defense. For the
prosecution the 1estimoany of Cépt. Geoghegan
and of Justice Jos F. Morgaa of Leonardtown,
was the most importaat, and we give their
testimony in full for the benefit of our readers.
Mr. Morgan’s testimeny was chiefly the decla-
rations or confessions made to him by the pri-
soner while coafined in the Leouardtown juiil.

Captain William C. Geoghegan testified he is
commander of the steamer Sue. which sails be-
tween Washington and Baltimore. He kunew
Capt. Dixon well. He saw Biscoe ia jail a
few days after his arfest. Biicoe thea stuted
that the sloop Mary J. anchored in Machodac
creek Saturday night, Angust 27, and left at
sunrise. One or two hours after getting under
way, while off the yellow bamks, outside of
Machodae nﬁa‘_ ier man, supposed to
have beenn: aw, strack the cuptaio
with astick of wood, dragged him on deck with
a rope around his neck and threw him over-
board. Biscoe said he was so frighiened he
dared oot interfere t6 prevent the marder, and
could only balloo to the mearest vessel, but they
did not hear bim. The vessrl wus heading for
Piney Point, and nfter the mu-der they started
fer the Marylaad shore, with a light breege
trom the Virginia side. Tneother mao set him
ashore at Hudgins Point, St. Mary's county,
#nd returned 10 the ves<el.

Joe F. Morgan testified be is a jastice of the
peace of St. Mary’s county and a member of the
bar. He was ezamining magistrate before
whom Biscoe was brought September 1. He
gave his name as John Bvnjamin Biscoe, and
never gave any other name. The hearing was
postponed for witnesses, and the next day wit-
