Dressing Poultry.

A jpractical dezler in poultry writes us
some suggestions as 1o the best mode of pre-
paring poultry for market, thit may be of some
tervice to our readers at this particular seasen,
when pou'try is ripe for the market. He says:

Pou'try should be penned up and fed long
enough before ki'ling to insure good condition;
and never kill after feeding until sufficient time
tor the crop to hecome entirely empty

Kill by bleeding; hang the fowl up by the
legs and cut deep with sharp pen-kni‘e cross-
wise inside the upper part of the throat ; and
after picking sllow the pouitry to thoroughly
.cool through hetore packing; if picked witk

_any animal warmth it q dickly spoils.

Dry picked tarkeys and chickens generally
.command one to two cents per pound more
than scalded. 1f scalded care should be taken
: 10 avoid tearing the skin.

When thoroughly cold pack in goed tizht
i boxes or barrels with clean drv straw; by
yplacing a layer on the bottsm. then alternate
i layers of poultry and straw ; siow each fowl
(enuzly, fillinz the package quite full, press in
.und cover tight.

Put the d ff-rent kinds in separate packages,
and mark each with gross weight and tare.

Avoid shipping in wet or dimp and macky
aveather it possinle; if not, ship by express.

The steamer |
was immediately turned and stopped so that |
the fimes would be hlowa tfrom her, the gal- |
lant younz coptain J. F. Jones, assisted hy his |
very efficient ma‘e, Mr. John R Carpenter, |
quickly summoned the crew to the apper deck
and with nxes cut the fastiogs of the life-raft |
