The bill in regard to the trade dollar
recently passcd by the Senate prevides
that trade dollars “not defaced, mutilated
or stamped,” may, until July 1¢ 1887, be
exehanged for standard silyer doilars, dol-
lar for dollar. When received into the
treasury they shall be regarded as so much
silver bullion, and shal! be recoined infr
standard dollars, but their value as bul-
lion shall ke deducted from the amount
required by the act of February, 1878, to
be purchased for coinage into stamdard
dollars. It is provided, however, that not
more than $500,000 worth of trade do!lars
shall be received in any one month. The
House bas not yet considered the bill al-
though it is thought to be favorably dis-
posed towards it, and its passage at this
session may be regarded as probable.
