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Common Barratry.

The indictment of Wm. L. Royall of the
Richmond bar, jointly with others, by a
grand jury of that city for the offence of
barratry in soliciting suite against the
Commonwealth of Virginia, which was
done last week, will serve to direct the
public mind to an offense, which in the
early history of our law was rigorously
prosecuted and severely punished, but
which in late years in this busy country
has fallen into a kind of “innocuous desu-
etude.”

In the English practice and the earlier
judicial bistory of this couatry, it was
considered a grave misdemeanor, as well
as unprofessional condescension, fora law-
yer in any'way to encourage litigation
am>ng the’ people by soliciting suits in
the courts. Sir William Blackstone in
his commentaries thus refers to the offense :

Common barratry is the offence of fre-
quently exciting and stirring up suits and
quarrels betwe bis majesty’s subjects,
either at law or otherwise. Tbe punish-
ment for this offence in a common persoa
is by fine and imprisonment; but if the
offender (as is too frequently the case) "»e-
longs to the prefession of the law, a bar-
retor who is thus able, as well as willing
to do mischief ought also to be disabled
from practiciag for the future. And in-
deed it is enacted by statute 12 Geo. 1.,
ch 29, that if any eone, who has been con-
victed of forgery, perjury, subornation of
perjury or common barratry, shall prac-
tice as an atterney, solicitor, or agent, in
any suit, the court, upon complaint, ehall
examine it in a summary way, and, if
proved, shall direct the off:nder to be
transported for seven years.”

Now the statute of Geo. 1. thus referred
to, as well as the common law, is in torce
in Virgima and Maryland and most of
the United States, yet in late years in this
busy country, where admission into the
legal profession is so easy, many unprin-
cipled men are found in its ranks who, iz
the eagerness of their thritt, are not con-

Cluverius.

The conviction and execution of Thos.
J.Claverius is one of the best vindications
of Ameriean criminal law which has oc-
curred in many years. Deliberately plan-
ning the cold-blooded murder ot his in-
jured and confiding cousin, with the nerve
and cunaing ef an older and more harden-
ed villain, he planned carefully to cover
up in advance the traces of his guilt and
forestall for himself all suspicion of com-
plicity in the crime. He felt safe in the
belief that the death of his victim would
be charged to suicide,or in any event that
no suspicion wou'd ever attach to himself.
But, as is often the case, the very steps he
took to cover his guilty tracks, afterwards,
| under the masterly prosecution, served to
:fanen the crime more certainly upon him.
| There is a well founded popular prejudice
{against convictions resting entirely upon
circumstantial evidence, but when such
evidence is'thoroughly connected in every
part as in this case it is often of more con-
clusive force than the direct testimony
of eye witnesses. The law guards wisely
and carefully against the infirmity of cir
cumstantial evidence, and whenever any
other conclusion, except the guilt of the
accused, is consistent with all the circum-
s'antial facts in evidence, no couviction
will be allowed. Bat in this case all the
ingenuity ef the able and experienced
counsel for the prisoner cou'd not bring
forward any other hypothesis which wou'd
be consistent with the facts in evidence.
The theory of suicide, upon which they
relied, was effectually rebutted by the
medical testimony as well as by the fact
that masculine tracks accompanied those
of the unfortunate girl to the very brink
of the reservoir upon which there were
clear evidences of a struggle. Tbe other
facts of the case conclusively connected
the prisoner with the crime and the seve-
ral exhaustive reviews in the appellate
court tailed to discover any flaw in the
chain of circumstantial evidence: and so
the verdict of the jury was sustained.

While such men are always regarded as
the prowling wolves of the legal pro-
fession and are held in just contempt by
respectable lawyers and all respectable
citizens; yet they often pursue their ne-
farious calling unmolested by criminal
prosecution, and grow rich and insolent
thereby.

Mr. Royall is an honorable and bighly
reputable member of the legal profession.
The alleged offense out of which the pre-
sent charge against him grows, is that, be-
ing the representative of a large class of
English holders of Virginia bonds, he, or
those with whom he is indicted, made ef-
forts or solicitations to induce all holders
of similar bonds to unite with him in the
litigation already begunm against the State
for the vindication of the rights of the
bondholders. This offense, if it is an of-
fense, while it may be within the letter of
the offense of barratry, is not within its
mischief; and is such, as it would seem,as
an honorable lawyer may do without im-
propriety. It is probable that it will be
so adjudged when the case comes to trial;
but it would doubtless be ot great benefit
to the public if prosecutions for this of-
fense were more frequent.

Farmers’ Convention.

The annual meeting of the Maryland
Farmers' Association which held a two-
days session in Baltimore last week was
uttended by over 300 larmers from various
parts of the State. This county was re-
presented by Messrs. John G. Chapman,
W. McK. Burroughs, H. A. Turner, John
1. Jenkins and D. I. Sanders. At the o-
pening of the convention Gov. Hamilton
referred to the tenant system as responsi-
ble for much of the ill success of farmers.
1f tenants would show a proper apprecia-
tion for the interests ot all, there was no
question but that the money which goes
fnto mortgages and bonds wou'd go into
land. Bx-State Senator Allen,of Harford,
offered a resolution condemning the sys-
tem of taxation of the State and pledging
the members of the convention aot to vote
for any candidate for the Legislature or
constitutional convention who would not
agree to try and secure an annual listing
of property for taxation.

The committee on resolutions reported
favorably to baving the next annual meet-
ing on the first Wednesday in December,
which was adopted. The Agricultural
Experimental Station matter was then
considerably discussed, and was finally
settled by the conventien approving the
Hatch bill, now pending in Congress.

At the second day’ssession, Mr. Samuel
Brooke, of Anae Arundel, offered a reso-
lution that a committee, made up of one
member from each coumty, be appointed
to consider the various ms now exist-
ing in this State, for opening and repair-
ing public roads, and to suggest such
system or systems as may improve on
those now used.

The committee on the Tenant System re-
ported. They thought one man could not
oversee more than two hundred acres. Be-
yond this number some system must be
devised. Renting single fields for money
or part of the crop is but a skinning pro-
cess. The best method is to rent about
one hundred and fifty acres to one man,
the lease to be for not less than five years.
The tenant then can get some return for
his work. On money rent, a fixed sum
wr acre is better than a part of the crop.

ith money rent, the tenant knows just
what hisobligations are. Abovea certain
amount all is his, and hence he is stimu-
lated to work. The rent should be a rea-
sonable one. The papers of the lease must
be carefully drawn in every particular, aad
signed in presence of witnesses. Fertili-
zers, repairs and all other things must be
stated. There must be prompt settlements
at stated periods. Renting must be done
only to honest, industrious men. Treat a
good tenant well, and show him that his
services are appreciated, and the tenant
question will be solved. A resolution was
