Tiie Spring Canker Worm.

The increase and spread of this ap
pie-tree pest throughout our state
should arouse our orchardists to tlu
importance of employing active nie>s

ures against it upon its first discovery.
Ifoperations are commenced in time,

it can be exterminated with compara
tively little labor. The insect —one of

the moth family—is not distributed
by flight, as are nearly all our insec'
pests, as the female moth is destitute
of wings. For a year or two, or for a

logger time, its attack may be confined
to a single tree in an orchard. W hen
ever it appears in a new locality, its
introduction is probably through ba

man agency
It may be well to state that at tht

time when the frost is leaving the
ground, which is now near at hand,
myriads of the pupae of the insect may
be destroyed by breaking up the
ground beneath the trees to the depth
of six inches. Swine have often been
found of service in this work, and for
feeding at ,the same time on other ap-
ple insects.

Almost entire protection has been
obtained by the use of bands about the
trunks of apple trees, of tar and mo-
lasses, of printers’ ink, of special mix
tures sold for the purpose by dealers
in agricultural supplies, ol tin pre-
pared after instructions given, of tin
troughs containing kero.-ene oil, etc.
All of these are used for the purpose
of preventing the wingless moth, after
hatching from her pupal case in the
ground beneath the tree, climbing up
the trunk and depositing her eggs up-
on the limbs.

Probably a less laborious and ex-
pensive method js to poison the cater-
pillais very soon after they have com-
menced to feed, and before they have
had time to injure to any serious ex-
tent the foliage. Tne poison may be
either arsenic, dissolved in boiling wa-
ter, to the strength of one pound to
200 gallons of water, Paris green or
London purple. The last will be
found the easiest in preparation and
in use. To be told just how to do it
will porhap' lead many into doing it.
A correspondent has given the method
as follov s:

“1 placed three empty coal-oil bar-
sels (having a capacity of about fifty
gdlous each) in a wagon and filled
them with water. I then took a
pound of London purple for each bar-
rel, first mixing it well in a pail of
water, and pouring it into the barrel.
The wagon was drivea along the

""friere ' was much \vin<T7”ans with V
fountain pua/fi, with a fine hose, the
liquid was thrown over the trees.
The water in the barrels must be con-
stantly stirred during the operation to
prevent the prison from settling
Great care should be taken not to
breathe any of it, nor to allow the
wind to carry the liquid toward men
or horses. With two teams and fonr
men, three or four hundred trees could
be sprayed in a day. The entire cost,
including pnmps, barrels, poison and
labor, was about three cents a tree for
twice spraying. In rainy weather the
application should be repeated two or
three times.”

The above proportion of the purple
to the water should not be needed lor
killing the young and tender larvae,
and might possibly brown the newly
opening leaves. Of coarse, no greater
strength should be used than neces-
sary. As the eggs hatch unequally, a
second spraying after the lap-e of a
week, may be important, even in the
absence of rain.— Country Gentleman.

Standard Weight of Fowls.

All pure bred fowls that have been
admitted to the American standard of
excellence are required to reach cer-
tain weights, and when on exhibition,
for every pound below these weights,
the specimen is cut two points. A
pullet is a female net one year old, a
cockerel is a male not one year old, a
cock is a male one yea* old and over,
and a hen is one year old and over.
Of the uv st popular varieties the
weights are as follows: Light Brah-
ma cock, 12 lbs., cockerel 10, hen 10,
and pullet 8. Dark Brahmas, cock
11 lbs., cockerel 9, hen 9, pullet 7i-
Buff Cochins, cock 11 lbs., cockerel 9,
ben 9, pullet 7i. Partridge Cochins,
cock 11 lbs., cockerel 9, hen 9, pal-
let 7i. White Cochins, cock 11 lbs.,
cockerel 9, hen 9. pullet 7L Black
Cochins, cock 101 ibs., cockerel 81,
hen BJ, pullet 7. Langshans, cock 10
lbs., cockerel B£, hen 8, pullet 6}.
Plymouth Rocks, cock 91 lbs , cock-
erel 8, hen 8, pullet 61. Wyandotte,
cock 8| I be., cockerel 7i, hen 61, pul-
let 51. Black Javas, cock 10 lbs.,
cockerel 81, hen 8, pullet 61. Hon-
dans, cock 7i, cockerel 61, hen 61,
pullet 51. The different Bantams
run, cocks 26 ounces, cockerel 24 ozs.,
hen 24 ounces, pullet 22 ounces.

The Leghorn family dots not come
under the weight danse, but the males
should weigh five pounds and the fe-
males four, when matured. Somespe-
cimens run over these weights, but it
is best not to let them go much under.

Our Forests.
The Maryland Farmer s-iys the de-

struction of the forests of our country
is beginning to cry aloud for some
hand to stay the work of destruction.
The amount swept away by careless
fires in the forest cannot be reckoned
at less than millions of dollars. This,
together with tjie amounts manufac-
tured into lumoer, is depleting our
country of its native forests. It is ac-
knowledged generally, that less than
a score of years will suffice to sweep a-
way all the trees in our lumber re-
gions, unless some means is taken to
lessen this demand upon them. It
has been thedemandof several foreign
nations to bring their lumber into the
United States duty free, and we think
this would be one method of retarding '
the consumption of our own forests.
Give them this privilege even if it les-
sens the price of common lumber to
