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The Taxation of Mortgages.

The recent meeting of the farmers con-
vention and the “reformers” in Baltimore
city has revived comment among the State
press regarding the taxation of mortgages.
It has been a subject of much criticism
that the farmers convention failed to speak
out plainly on this question of apparently
vital importance to the tarming interests;
and that our worthy agricultural ex-Gov-
ernor, who claims to have the interests of

his fellow faurmers much at heart, while|

deploring so loudly the oppressive burdens
of taxation, fai'ed entirely to make any
reference to a measure which would
operate so directly to lighten the burdens
ot taxation upon the tillers of the soil.

It is known that, ins'ead of advocating
the re-instatement of the tax en mortgage
debts, the ex Governor has been all along
very decidedly opposed to that measure.
In view of his apparent zeal in the cause
of tax referm, the Goveraocr's attitude re-
garding this measure, which would ope-

rate so directly to lighten and equalize the

burden of taxation upon agricultural lands,
has been from time to time sharply criti-
cised as a patent inconsistency on his part,
and his metives have been repeatedly call-
ed in question. It has been even charged
that the fact that the Governer is himself
a large holder of mortgages upon real
estate is the true motive of his action in
this respect.

However this may be, and whatever
may be the motive which prompts men
who pretend to clamor for an alleviation
of the burdens of the farmer, to overlook
this important measure, the enlightened
public opinion of the State seems to be
rapidly setting down to the conviction
that the time is quite past when any pub-
lic necessity existed for this manifest in-

ful'y justified by the emergency which it|
was aimed to meet and was directly in the
interest of the farmer. |

But zo intelligent observer can gravely
contend that the emergency which promp-
ted this law exists. On the contrary it is
manifest on all sides that money is as easily |
attainable and the rates of interest are as,
low, as they were in the period immedi-|
ately preceding the civil war when the |
holders of real estate mortgages paid their |
State and county taxation upon their in-|
vestment uscomplainingly. When we look
at the government 3 per cent. bonds com-
manding a premium and safe loans at|
similar rates of interest being negotiated
on all sides it is bardy fair to assume that
any sensible man whose money is invested
in a safe mortgage upon land and paying
him a net rate of interest at 5 per cent.
or upwards accerding to the rate of of lo-
cal taxation, will be axious te collect his
prineipal, as long as he receives his inter-
est promptly.

It is safe, then, to say that the circum-
stances which prompted the enactment of
the law exempting land-mertgage loans
from taxatien no longer exist, and it isa
maxim of the lIaw that ~‘the reason ceasing,
the law itself ceases.” It is manifestly
just and proper that when the reason for
the enactment of a statute law has entirely
ceased and passed away, the law itself
should no lenger be kept in operation.
There is no doubt that the mortgage hoid-
ers would be well content to continue to
receive the 6 per cent. interest free of all
taxation and if their wishes and interests
are to be alone consulted by the law mak-
ers, the law will be allowed to stand; but
if the interests of the practical farmers are
to be taken into conmsideration, the law
will be promptiy repealed.

There is little doubt that this wi'l be
done by the next Legislature. It would
in all probability have been dene by the
last Legis'ature, but for the rumors of ap-
proaching stringency in the money mar-
ket which were then in circulation, but
which bavenot been at all realized. And
when the law is repealed and the tax up-
on mortgages is reinstated, a provision
shou'd Le made ezempting the holder of taz-
ation to the extent of all outstanding bona
Jfide mortgages upon his land. This mani-
festly just measure would lift a heavy bur-
den from the shoulders of the much op-
pressed and over-burdened tiller of .the
s0il and place it upon a class much better
able to bear it and upon whom it should
in jus‘ice rest.

There are now five Maryland nomina-
tions peuding before the Senate commit-
tee on commerce, upon which the Senate
can take no action until they are reported
from the committee.

These facts, which cannot be denied,
would indicate that the bellicose Senator
Ingalls m1y have been somewhat previous
in the belligerant attitude which Le would |
have our governmen: assume toward the
most formidable naval power of the wor'd. ‘
We are hardly in a situation at present to
throw down the gauntlet to Great Britaio. |
It wou'd be more like statesmanship to |
leave the settlement of the fishery question |
to further efforts at diplomatic negotiation |
and adopt some measures lor the protec-
tion of our extended c 'as's. before the|
matter is referred to the arbitrament of
war. It is probable, however, that the|
belligerancy shown by the Senate nmy|
serve to hasten the adoption of pmperi
measures for coast defense and thus bear,
good fruit.
