Maryland Live Stock.

The report of the department of agricul-
tureon the number xnd values «f farm apimals
gives the followirg us to Maryland: Live
stock has improved within the past year. More
attention and c:re is pow paid to «ll classes
than former'y. The attenticn of farmers has
Leen krougzht to the neces:ity, as a mecasure of
economy, that they provide warm shelters for
their stock in general and keep them in grow-
ing condition if young, and if old, to be ready
at any moment to go to the shambles. Low
prices have bad a discouraging effect upon
stock growing. Sheep have beceme a drug on
the market, owing to the low prices fer mutton
and weol. Farwers have almost given up hog-
raising, because of the incurable ‘‘hog-chol-
era.’”” There seems to be no remedy for it.
Hence farmers say they would ratker buy their
pork than raise hogs to be swept away at the
last nonent. Sheep have decreased in num-
be:s, yet of late there bave been largeimperta-
tions of the Downs and the larger sheep, Cots-
wolds. The muss of country sheep seem to be
disappearing, while a small but far better class
are slowly taking their place. Hence, while
the State presents a great falling off of num-
bers, she is slowly enrichiag herse!f by the in-
