Sowing Grass and Clover Seeds.

It is the common practice to sow
grass and clover seeds with grain, but
this is hardly the best plan. £itbei
the grass or the grain must be crowd
ed. If the grain is materially stinted,
the loss will more than equal the gaii
resulting from having the land occu
pied by two crops at once. If thr
grain is a full crop, the grass and do
ver will be so weakly that if the wea-
ther is dry just after the cutting offof
the grain exposes the grass, the grass
willdie to a great extent. And though
the weather, just after the grain is
cut, be favorable to the grass and clo-
ver, they will be so retarded by the
grain that they will make little pasture
or hay that year, and either pasturing
or mowing will be hazardous. Very
often two crops may economically oc-
cupy the land in one season, or even
at the same time; bat these crops do
not include grain and grass or clover
Very rarely is it really economy of
land to sow grass and clover with
grain. Nor is it economy of time.
For when sown with grain, the grass
and clover make very litte growth the
first year, as already noted, and utiliz-
ing that littlesubjects the grass to the
risk of extinction. If the grass and
clover have the land to themselves,
they will make two and possibly three
good mowings the first year, on strong
land; and one good mowing and a
heavy aftermath at least, on moderate-
ly productive laud.

Some gr.sses may be sown in the
fall or through the winter; all may be
sown in the early spring, and will be
as far along by May as if sown in the
fall. Clover should be sown in the
spring always. Itis important to sow
in the early spring; and the danger
from freezing is much less than is
generally supposed. If the ground is
very solid, it must first be loosened,
and of course this work must be de-
ferred until the ground is in condition
to work nicely. But this will be nec-
essary only when the ground is very
hard. Passing over the land twice
with a sharp harrow will usually suf-
fice. The seeds are to be allowed to
sink into tiesoil themselves;or. when
this is doubtful on account of charac-
ter or condition of the ground, they
may be pressed into the soil by pass-
ingover the land with a light roller.—
S. M. J. in Maryland Farmer.

How to Bsmove the Homs.

When the calf is about six weeks
old, or when the horn button projects
about half an inch, I have a man to

the calf, bolding the under jaw
with one hand and with the other
band seises the ear opposite to the
horn to be operated on, and the calf's
neck under his arm. Any strong
man can in this way bold any young
calf as in avise. For farther efficien-
cy, however, a boy can bold the calf's
hindquarters to keep him from sway-
ing to and fro. Then with a sharp
knife 1 cut close around the horn
through the skin, run the point of the
knife down under the horn and bring
it out of its socket as completely as an
acorn can be taken out of its shell.
The formation of the born and its
socket is very much like an acorn and
its shell, only the socket of the born
is very shallow. It is a mistaken idea
that the horn of a young animal is at-
tached to the skull,as anyone can see
by examining a calf's bead after
slaughter. And while on this subject
I would suggest to farmers who want
to practice dishorning young calves
that they get together and operate on
a veal or other dead calf and thereby
learn in five mi nates how to do the
work easily and successfully.

Wheat Straw for feeding

As the winter draws toward its close,
how about your supply of clover bay ?
Is it giving out? Well, a word iu
time. Good wheat straw, as we have
before stated, is not without value as
a feeding material. It contains, of
course, a less amount of the valuable
properties, such as starch, sugar, the
fat producers, than clover—ana more
of indigestible, woody fibre, and alone
it is not relished so well by cattle.—
But, if cat fine, moistened well with
warm water and enriched by an addi-
tion of wheat bran, corn and cotton
seed meals, it will be relished by the
animals, and the products in milk,
butter, fiesb or fat will be satisfactory.
The nutritive value of the straw, by
the admixture of the richer materials
is economically utilized. An old far-
mer of Virginia, in whose skill ana
judgment we have confidence, writing
to us of his experience in this matter,
says that a few .winters ago when bis
bay supply gave out be fell back on
his straw—feeding it as above indicat-
ed, and the yield in butter was good,
and the quality sufficiently excellent
to command fifty cents a pound in
Washington city. This is what we
call skillful feeding in contradistinc-
tion to the haphazard way. It is in
full conformity with the certain laws
of chemistry. It is one of the impor-
tant ways of taming everything on a
farm to acount —and realizing its ut-
most value in solving the problem of
success. Don’t undervalue the straw,
it is a good reserve corps. —American
Farmer.

Save all the wood ashes carefully,
and, after the orchards are plowed,
scatter the ashes over the plowed land
liberally, and barrow the ground well.
This incorporates the ashes .with the
soil, and assists in inducing chemical
changes and the formation of plant
food. There is a large portion of lime
in wood ashes as well as potash.

A Western farmer advises stringing
seed corn by tying the ears together
with busks in some place where the
grain can besatnrated with coal smoke
The odor, be says, repels squirrels and
worms from eating the seed, and also
causes the seed to come up quicker.
