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The Westminster Advocate , in a leading
editorial in its last issue, brings out Hon.

Charles B. Roberts, of Carroll, the present
Attorney General of the State,as the Dem-

ocratic candidate for Governor. Mr. Ro-

berts is an able, earnest man of Stirling in-

tegrity and solid abilities. As a member

of Congress and as the chief legal officer

of the State he has displayed official abil-

ity and fidelity. He has a clean record

and would make a strong candidate; but

before the Times gives its endorsement to

any gubernatorial candidate we want to

consider well the question whether South-

ern Maryland is not entitled to claim re-

cognition in that respect this time and

have her claims allowed. This county

can and may possibly present a candidate

who would do honor to the whole State

as well as to our section and who would
command the support of all true Demo-

crats.

Improvement in the Public Road Ser-
vice.

The question of introducing skilled
superintendence as a means of improve-
ment in the public road service is gradu-
ally taking a stronger hold on the public
mind. The importance of good public
roads, as a factor in the advancement of
the material prosperity of a community,is
being more fully and gcnera'ly recognized,
year after year. And this granted, the
false economy of the heavy outlay gener-

ally devoted to the merely temporary re-

pair of the thoroughfares becomes more
clear'y apparent.

This question has of late received con-
siderable attention at the hands of the
press of Maryland. And in Pennsy’vania,
too, it seems now to be extensively dis-

cussed. The Wes’chester Record , one of

the prominent rural journals of that State,
in a recent article, after referring to the
impassable condition of their roads dur-
ing the past winter, says:

Let no one suppose that this refers to
roads in a new country, for it refers to one
of the oldest settled communities of Penn-
sylvania, which has spent upon its roads
for nearly a hundred years from one hun-
dred to two hundred thousand dollars a
year, and which will spend during the
coming summer the same amount and for
what it spent the same sum last year
Never have the people complained so
much as this year, and one supervisor told
us that in his township, un'ess something
permanent was done in the way of road
making, some roads would have to be
abandoned during the winter time. The

' annual losses to peop'e living in the coun-
r ty,due to bad roads, if they could be figur-

ed up, would undoubtedly foot up to sur-
prisingly large sums, yet there is no im-
provement in the me bods of road making
from year to year, so far as permanency is
concerned. Townships have introduced
road machines which do the work of road

cheap'y than the old fashioned shovel,but
the roads so mended are just as deep with
mud and impassable in winter. Engineer-
ing skid has made the Pennsylvania rail-
road the most perfect in the world, while
the common roads in Pennsylvania are far
inferior to the roads made by the Romans
two thousand years ago, when the wealthy
people didn't have the comforts now en-
joyed by the poorest people in Chester
county. 5 ’

This paper concludes its article with
the recommendation that engineering
skid should direct the large amount of
labor annually devoted to the road ser-
vice with a view to permanency. And in
this view all intelligent minds that have
given any thought to this important ques-
tion, in Maryland as well as in Pennsyl-
vania, are now concurring. Indeed this
principle has already been in some meas-

ure recognized by the Legislature of this
State, which by the act of 1374 conferred
express authority upon the county com
missioners of the several counties to em-
ploy such skilled superintendence in their
own discretion. But as the Times has
heretofore pointed out, the boards of com-

missioners in their efforts to keep down
the local tax rates, have allowed the law
to remain a dead letter and will, in all
probability, for the same reason, continue
so to do.

To make a road system effective, the
State government should take hold of the
matter, as is done in many of the Western
States, and formulate the general plan of
the system, provide a special tax for its
support and enact its chief regulations in-
to a general law ; leaving only the execu-
tion of the law and the devising of minor
regulations to the local authorities. In
the Western and other States scientific
road making is recognized as an import-
ant branch of the public service, and care-
ful provision is made for its maintenance
and support.

This is what we should have in Mary-
land, but under our existingconstitution-
al provisions it is not competent for the
Legislature to carry out the Western idea
in all its essential features. The represen-
tatives of the rural interests in the consti-
tutional convention, which will probably
assemble next year, should see to it that

this difficulty is removed.

The question of the re-annexation of
Alexandria city and county to the Dis-

trict of Columbia is again agitated, and it
is said that the matter will be brought to
the attention of the next Congress with a
view to bringing about negotiations with
the State of Virginia for the retrocession
of the territory of that Stale formerly in-

cluded within the District limits. It is
said that there is some feeling in Alexan-
dria and vicinity favorable to the propos-
ed change, but it does not seem like y that
it will be effected.

The city council of Baltimore recently
passed a resolution congratulating Mr. A.
S. Abell, publisher of the Sun, on the ap-
proaching semi-cen'enntal of his continu-

ous management of that enterprising jour-
nal. The resolutions abound in well word-
ed compliments to the veteran journalist,
bis charities and Lis public spirited enter-
prise in the development of the city. This
is a timely and and proper recognition of
the merits of a great journal to which Bal-
timore owes much of her present magni-
ficence.and business prosperity.

An Ounce of Prevention OiC.

We publish in our local columns today
an interesting interview with Dr. F. W.
Patterson, the agent of the Agricultural
Department who has recently paid a visit
of inspection to our county for the pur \
pose of ascertaining the sanitary condition
of our live stock. Dr Patterson is a very j
clever and affable genteman and to a

thorough learning as an M. D. adds much
practical observation in the particular
field of bis present investigation. He has
some original views regarding the nature

I of the destructive pleuro pneumonia, the
| bog cholera and other diseases which at-

: tack our live stock and the kindred char-

j acter of these several disorders. He finds
no pleuro pneumonia in this county; but

has made up a considerable record of the
losses resulting from the swine plague or
hog cholera, and has also made some note
of the ravages of a similar disorder upon
the poultry yards.

la regard to all these distempers he
suggests the wisdom and pecu iar appli
cation of the old maxim that au '‘ounce ot
prevention is worth a pound of cure ”

The one practical point which he empha
: sises in dealing with these p'agues is the
> absolute necessity of the immediate isolation•

[ destruction and burial of the diseased animal

so soon as the first symptoms appear. He

forcibly points out the folly of attempting
a cure, by showing how far the danger of

spreading the germs of the disease to the

rest ot the flock outweighs the remote

chance of a recovery. And in 'his con-
nection the doctor gives expression to

quite an original view which impresses us

as ofmuch value in its practical applica-
-3 tion to the arrest of the distemper. He
: says that the cholera, being a parasitic
f disorder, does not a'ways manifest the

3 same symptoms in a.l animals. In some

i cases of bog cholera the par isi e attacks

States District Court, filed his opinion last
Friday in the maritime libels of the United
States against the steamers Gov. McLane,
Gov. Hamilton and Gov. Thomas, of the
S'ate fishery force, lor failure io submit

j the United States inspectors in the years
1885 and 188 G. The court decides in fa-
vor of the United States, and imposes a

fine of SSOO on each steamer. The State’s

first point in resisting the right of the
United States to inspect the oyster police
boats was that the boats, being instru-
mentalities of the State to enforce its oys-
ter police laws, were exempt from federal
taxation, and ihatfcs $lO per boat was re-
