Lmas Natnrs*.

Mr. Henry A. Turner brought to town on

Friday last and left with Mr. Ned Burch a most

remarkable freak of natnrs which came into
life at bis farm at Bryantowa. The curiosity
is a common puddle duck, like all other ducks
of its class save in ths one peculiarity, that
whereas moat of them are born with but two
legs which have seemed to be amply sufficient
tor their waddling and swimming, while the
one now on exhibition here has three distinct
and well formed means of locomotion, although
it possesses the power of naiag bat two of them,
its rightful number. The third leg is in the
centre of its body, a little below the two which
the duck uses and is exactly similar to those in
size, form,etc., hot stems to have do coooection
with any bony structure of the body and hangs
limp and useless from the breast of the duek.
It does not, however, seem to incommode the
bird in way respect, as it waddles about with
the same ease and grace and eats as heartily
and at greedily as other well behaved dorks of
its class.
