It is manifestly certain that there must
be a reduction in the revenue collected
every year by the general government trom
the people. No valid reason can be given
why a bundred millions of dollars should
be extorted from the pecple annually over
and above the sum required for an econo-
mical administration of the government.
That vast sum had better remain in the
pockets of the people. It would there if
the tariff were reduced.

Both parties have declaied unequivo-
cally in their platforms that this taxation
shall be reduced, but nothing has as yet
been done. Democrats in Congress have
made several efforis to lift the burden off
the backs of the people, but these efforts
have always been thwarted by the Repub-
licans, aided by a few Democrats who are
willing to sacrifice the interests of the
people for the benefit of the monopolists
whom they represent in Congress. A re-
duction could have been made any time
if the Democrats had been willing to let
the tarif alone and cut off the internal
revenue taxes, such as those on whiskey,
tobacco, etc., but such action, while it
would have reduced the surplus in the
treasury, would not have benefitted the
people. What farmers, especially, want is
cheaper implements, cheaper fertilizers
and cheaper necessaries of life. Lifting
the tax or whiskey migkt cheapen that
article but wou!d not Lenefit the people.

A few years ago it
would have been considered almost im-|
possible to make coffee a speculative com- '
modity. That hundreds of thousaads of
bags shou'd be sold on margin in one ex-

change in the course of a few days was
undreamed of, and that the price could
be advanced 300 per cent. in a year would
have been considered miracu'ous. When
it was determined to es'ablish coffee ex-
changes in Baltimore and New York the
projects were looked upon with distrust,
and even their promoters were not alto-
gether confideat of success. The Balti-
more exchange, indeed, proved a failure,
and the New York exchange for two or
three years had a bard time of it. During
the past year, however, it has been the
most active spot in Wall street. Tke
transactions have been enormous, and the
fluctuations in prices wide and rapid.—
The net result of the trading, however,
has been to advance the price of coffee
from 7.25 cents to 20.75 cen's per pound.
Last week, however, the boom received a
very decided check, and the course of
prices was in the opposite direction. In
three days the price declined $4 per bag.

The year 1886 was rather a= un-
satisfactory one for Baltimore companies,
though all paid their usual dividends.
