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The Battle Flag Excitement.

Not long since Adjutant General Drum

of the Army conceived the sentimental

idea of having the old battle flags cap-

tured on either side during the civil war, 1
which are stored away among the cob-

webs in the garret of the War Department j
at Washington, returned to the Governors
of the several States from which they'
came. Included in the rubbish thus pro- j
posed to be disposed of were federal flags,
captured by the confederates and finally
turned over to the federal government at
the final surrender, and confederate flags
captured by the federal troops. It occur-,
ed to the Adjutant General, as he says, |
that it wou'd be a handsome thing in j
these days of reunions and fraternal feel- j
ing between the once antagonistic sections j
to return these trophies of a former strife |
to their former possessors.

And so warmed up with his great pur- 1
pose did the Adjutant General become, j
that he hied him away to the Secretary of|
War, Mr. Endicott, from Massachusetts,
and laid before his departmental chief the

substance of his brotherly project. The
matter found favor with Mr. Endicott and
in due time it waa informally presented
to the President, with a request for an
executive order to carry it into effect.—

Apparently failing to discern the great
principles involved in these old banners
and approving of the spirit which seem-
ingly prompted the proposed action, the
President gave his authority for their dis-
tribution as proposed. But lo !no sooner
had the plan been made known than a
terrible howl went up through the North

and the East. The emissaries of John
Sherman and the “Grand Army” men and
in fact the entire vocal organs of the late
Republican party, sent up a loud and dis-
cordant yell. Their minds seemed to be on
fire with the idea that the opportune time
to send up the bloody shirt yell—the only
remaining battle cry of their party—for
all that it was worth bad arrived. And
so they yelled themselves hoarse and many
were the mad and insage things that were
said.

The whole war was fonght over again
by these fi ry patriots and the battle flags
Were borne back and forth in an imagi-
nary strife by brave men who never found
It convenient to participate in the real

Warfare. John Sherman and his friends
weie all agog with the thought that a naw
impetus bad been given to their proposed
bloody shirt campaign. But in the midst
of all their excitement and “ghoulish glee”
the intelligence suddenly came that Mr.

Cleveland bad examined the question in
its legal aspect and, failing to find any
legislation to warrant such action by the
executive department of the government,
directed the Secretary of War fo take no
farther action in the matter until such
time as Congress should authorize it.—

And so a large measure of the wind was
taken ont of their sails and the reverbera-
tions of their lusty yells are gradually dy-
ing away.

This matter in itself was of the most

trivial importance and was no doubt so
regarded by the President. The Southern

States did not want the flags and no sug-
gestion of the kind bad ever come from

any confederate source. The extravagant
proportions to which the small matter has
been magnified by Republican demago-
gues demonstrates more clearly the fact

that the only living issue with that party
at present is the prejudices and hatreds of
the civil war of a quarter of a centurv
ago. That the leaders of that party should

have seized upon such an incident to make
political capital of shows how irrevocably
dead the Republican party is and ought
to be.

The Louisville Courier Journal , com-
menting on this matter says : “Nobody in

the South, certainly no Southern State

and no Confederate soldier, cares a nickle

whether the battle flags are returned or
not. Ifthere be a single soldier of the
North who would retain them as trophies
he is welcome to all the glory and all tbe
display which they can recall to his mind

or bring ta bis heart. To us they mean
nothing whatever. Assuredly, they be-
token no greater loss on tbe side of the

North than on that of the South, and to a

sound and healthy understanding, it is

inconceivable how their possession can be

a matter ol moment or concern to any
patriotic bosom. As well might we re-
joice in the preservation and exhibition
of tbe bloody paraphernalia of the hospi-
tal or tbe rotting cerements of tbe grave.”

In commenting on tbe recent action ef

President Cleveland ordering the return
of the Southern battle-flags and the sad-

den revocation of the same order, Repre-
sentative Blount, of Georgia, said that
While it was an unfortunate error, partic-
ularly at this time, he does not think it
will lessen tbe good opinion of tbe South-
ern people toward Mr. Cleveland. The
most serious feature of the transaction is
that up to the present time tbe President
has been regarded as an unusually pru-
dent man, who seldom gives bis official
sanction to an act until he has fully ex-
amined the subject and informed himself
as to what is to bo accomplished and what
the ultimate result will be. Some people
will be foolish enough to charge him with

carelessness in not giving Gen. Drum’s
suggestion proper examination in the first

place. There are others who will charge
that be issued tbe original order without
intending that it should be carried out.
“Itwas an unfortunate mistake, also,” con-
tinued Mr. Blount, “for the reason that
the Southern people do sot want these old
banners, as they would simply remind
them of their past sufferings and losses,
and recall memories which are best for-
gotten. It also affords John Sherman and
republicans of bis class an opportnnity to
renew their cry that Cleveland is the leader
of tbe Confederate Democracy instead of
being tbe standard bearer of a national
party. However,” said he, “these people
who are charging President Cleveland
with insincerity, because be has sought
to rectify bis mistake by revoking an or-
der which need net have been made, seem
to forget that Gen. Grant, while President
got up one morning and accepted the re-
signation ofone of his cabinet officers be-
fore breakfast in order to prevent tbe lat-
ter’s impeachment for gross misconduct
Jn office.” i

The Profit of Truck Fanning.

The Norfolk correspondence of the Bal-

timore Sun of the 20th instant contained
the following paragraph:

The trucking season is closing up a-

round Norfolk, and has been one of the
most successful for all the vegetables raised
the truckers of this section ever exper-
ienced. Prices have been fair for nearly
everything, and all engaged in the busi-
ness have done well. Mr. Thomas R. Bal-
lantme, on the “Entrenchment Camp’’
farm of 265 acres, near this city, raised this
season 5,528 barrels of spinach, 6,805 bar-
rels of kale, 6,344 barrels of cabbage and
231 crates ol strawberries. His profit clear
of everything, was #34,400. lie has his
potato crop yet to market, which will
doubtless yield him #15,000.

I This statement affords a strong illustra-
tion of the profit which may be realized
from the growth of vegetables in this sec-
tion of the South. The well known ac-
curacy of the Sun's correspondence is a

strong voucher for the truth of the state-
ment ; and the figures shown above cannot
fail to attract the attention of all thrifty
husbandmen in this section of country

and set them to thinking.
No one will hardly suppose that the re-

markable success reported above is an

every day experience among truck farm-
ers. On the other hand it will be assum-
ed that this is a very rare accomplishment.

I It was only attained, doubtless, by a rare

| combination of circumstances, such as are
not coincident more than once in a life

'time. The advantage of the particular

j locality, the peculiarity of the season, the

condition of the market and the thrift,

¦ industry and sound judgment of the pro-
ducer, were all elements in this successful

enterprise. The same man may never
' again score such a wonderful success and

: probably will not.

I Still this case and other less striking
instances, which have been heretofore re-

I ported, show the possibilities of the truck-

| industry. They demonstrate beyand a

doubt that any man of moderate thrift

¦ and judgment, owning land adapted to

I the production of vegetables and within
practical and cheap access of the same

markets that the Norfolk trucker supplies
may have a fair remuneration for his labor
and capital by devoting himself to this
industry.

Our people here in Southern Maryland
are so situated. Our lands are well a-

i adapted to the production of all the vege-
tables ennuraerated in the above quoted
paragraph and all of onr people living
convenient to the Potomac or its tribu-
taries, or along the railroad, have cheap
and easy access to the principle markets
that the Norfolk truckers depend on for
the sale of their products. When it is
remembered that a large proportion of the
products referred to. from which so large
a profit was realized, were carried up the

Potomac on the Norfolk steamers and dis-
posed of in Washington, or up the Chesa-

peake and sold in Baltimore, the advan-
tages of our locality are made apparent.

In these times, when the production of

cereals is overdone by the enormous grain
fields in the West, operated by extensive
capital aided, by improved machtnery.and
when gambling capitalists work upon this

over production so as to bring about a
continued instability of the market, the
Maryland producer finds Mtt’e profit in
grain growing. Nor is there now any
remuneration in the growth of tobacco. —

It is time, therefore, that our small farm-
ers in Southern Maryland should turn

their minds to the growth of such produc-
tions as the West cannot compete with

them in. And they should lose no time
in doing it. We are aware that this is
not the first time the Times has advanced
this idea, but we shall make no apology
for continuing to do so whenever occasion
serves.

The hanging of Benjamin Ilance in St.

Mary's county for feloniously assaulting a

young white lady of that county is great-
ly to be regretted, as are all such acts of
violence, which tend to lower the majesty
of the law and to encourage infractions of
the peace aid go>d order of the commu-
nity. The lynching is said to be the first
that has ever taken place in St. Mary s
county, and it is to be hoped that it will

be the last. From the admission said to

have been made by the prisoner just be-
fore bis death, his crime would seem to

have been of a more beuious character
than the attempted assault with which

he was formally charged ; but even
if this were the case, bis guilt might have

been proven and the proper punishment
meted out to him by legal methods. On

the other band, the lynching may be re-
garded as in part at least the fruit of the

prolonged delays in the case of Biecoe,
twice convicted in the Charles county

court ©f a murder committed a year age
within the jurisdiction of St. Mary's coun-
ty, but not yet punished for bis crime. In
bis case the delay, although perhaps jus-
tifiable from a technical standpoint, has

bad a most irritating effect upon the pub-
lic mind both in Charles and St. Mary's
counties, owing to the horrible nature of

the crime, the overwhelming evidence a-

gainst the prisoner and the great cost of

the trials. The case of Biscoe and also

the desire to save the young lady assault-

ed by Ranee from the mortification ol ap-

pearing in the witness box seem to have
been the chief considerations which
prompted the lynching at Leonardtown.
But, however great the aggravating causes
for interference, the act cannot be justified
and those who took part in it have no

occasion to congratulate themselves on
having wrecked vengeance on a criminal

who was already within the grasp of the
law, and would have received due pun-
ishment. Balto. Sun.
