Some|
fields of oats were as completely cleaned out as /!
if a mowing machioe bad been run over them
close 10 the ground. Howesera bopeful indica- |
tion for the future is to be found in tbe fact|
that as epidemic disease appeared among the
worm3s and carried them c¢§ by tbousands.
This disease is caused by bacteria. The sume
disease bas recently been fourd destroying
great pumbers of aimy worms io Jackson coun-
ty. The sulject is being elatorately studied
and experiments are being made (0 see whether
these bacteria cannot be propsgated and used
for destroying the great farm pests generally.
In many portons of Southern Illinvis there bus
been much complaint among farmers kecause
of dying meadows, and ove of the cbief causes
of this has recently been found to be the pre-
sence of an insect never berstofore reperted as
seriously injurious in America, though aliied
species are often frighifully destructivein Eng-
land. The insect is the young of the common
large mo.quito-like erape flics, which eat off|
the grass 100ts just below the surface of the soil.
The chinch-bug is again at work thrcu_hoat l§
large portion of the area infested lest year, urd
experiments huve been begun to test thein-
fluence of various fertilizers in supporting the
farm crops sgainst their attacks. There has
also beeu throughout u large portioa of the
State, north as well as south, an extraordinary
outbreak of the coru rcot web worm, an insect
which bas only been known to entomologists a
few years, but whick bas increascd with such
rapidity that thousands of acres of corn buve
been destrcyed by it this season. Field and
laboratory experiments have lately bevn made
which indicate that its ravages may be success-
fuily checked by the application of arsenical
poisons.’’
