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An influ:ntia! Republican remarked to
us a few days ago that the character of the
gentlemen whose names have thus far been
mentioned in connection with the Demo-
cratic nominatioa for Governor was a fav-
orable augury for a united Democracy this
fall and geod government for the State in
the next four years.

There is much force in this observation.
The names of Attorney General Roberts,
Senator Jackson and Col. Baughman of
the counties, and of Mayor Hodges, Col.
Ober, Gen. Knott and Postmaster Brown,
of the city, will be associated by all who
know them with high integrity of charac-
ter and h.onorable conduct in all the rela-
tions ot life. They are all of them men in
whose hands the exccutive functions of
the State would be in no danger of abuse
and any one of them, in our opinion, if
nominated and elected, would make a
good Governor.

But owing to sectional preferences and
prejudices and probable friendly rivalries
which may arise in convention between
the friends and advocates of the several
gentlemen whose names have thus far been
mentioned, the opinion bas been express-
ed that it may be considered fairly doubt-
ful whether any of the gentlemen thus far
named will be the nominee of the conven-
tion. In the first place, it is said, and
with apparent force, that as the city of
Baltimore was honored in the selection of

- the last candidate for Governor voted for
by the people, she should not and proba-
bly will not press herclaims at this time;
but should be content to stand aside for
awhile. This principle, if recegnized,
will eliminate & number of factors from
the gubernatorial problem.

In the next place, it is contended, with
a considerable show of plausibility, that
the Eastern Shore is not properly in line
for the governorship, for the reason that
Comptroller Turner, who is from that side,
is entitled to a renomination as an en-
dorsement of his very efficient manage-
ment of the State’s financial affairs. If
the convention should take this view, the
name of Senator Jackson would be there-
by dropped from the list, which wou!d
leave only Col. Baughman and Attorney
General Roberts in the arena to contend
for the honor. Now as between these two
gentlemen it may be doubtful whether a
choice could be effected, and hence the
necessity of bringisg a ‘‘dark horse” into
the field may arise. .

In the line of “dark horses” two names
have been recently mentioned. The Hon.
Barnes Compton, of Prince George’s, and
the Hon. Henry D. Farnandis, of Harford
county. Mr. Compton is well known
througbout the State. His excellent capa-
city and fitness for the office of Governor
are generzlly recognized. Though be has
been for a long time an active leader in
the politics of the State, his high integrity
of character and unsullied personal honor
have never 'been in the slightest degree
called in question even by the most re-
calcitrant grumbler. His candidacy, it is
thought, would command the united sup-
port of the party throughout the State; it
would certainly awaken lively enthusiasm
in Southern Maryland. But Mr. Compton
bhas just been re-elected to Congress and
has not yet taken his seat for the term of
his last election. He has said nothing to
indicate that he would accept the guber-
natorial nominution and it may be doubt-
ful whether he would, or ought to.

Of Hon. Henry D. Farnandis there is
but one opinion—that he is eminentiy
fitted for the Governorship and a man
who would reflect honor upon the Demeo-
cratic party and the whole State by his
elevation to the chief executive office.—
Mr. Farnandis is a man of letters and a
lawyer of ability; a gentleman of the old
school and of the truest type. And with
the accomplishments of a gentleman and
scholar he combines the instincts of true
democracy. His democracy is quite as
broad as his party and his nomination
would sweep away every vestige of fac-
tional discontent.

Altogether it appears that the State con-
veation which will assemble on the 27th
is not likely to go wrong; but that its
action will be such as the people will
heartily endorse at the polls.

So far five counties have elected del-
gates to the state gubernatorial conven-
tion. Of these, one, Carroll, has instructed
its delegation to vote for Hon. Charles B.
Roberts for governor and to use all proper
means to secure his nomination. Col. L.
Victor Baughman has been endorsed by
Allegany and Garrett, which has given
bhim eight votes to start with. The Cal-
vert county delegation comes uninstruct-
ed, with predilection, it is said, in favor
ot Mr. Frank Brown. Charles county
sends an unpledged delegation. Its first
choice is Senator R. H. Edelen, but he has
positively dclined to allow the use of his
name, so that the delegation now stands
favorably to Hon. Barnes Compton if he
will consent to become a candidate. From
presents indications it looks very much
like Col. Baughman and Senator Jackson
will lead a!l candidates on the first ballot.
Mr. Roberts can count positively upon
but two counties, bis own and Baltimore,
which will give him but twelve votes on
first ballot. It is pretty generally con-
ceded that Baughman will carry all of
the counties in his congressional district,
which will give him twenty-three votes.
Senator Jackson will have Somer.et,
‘Wicomico, Worcester, Queen Anne’s, Caro-

line, Kent and Dorchester, making twenty-
seven votes. It is said that Cecil will cast
its vote for Baughman on first ballot and
that Prince George’s will go for Jackson.
This will make these two counties stand
Jackson thrity-one and Baughman twenty-
seven. Necessary to a choice fifiy-nine.
The combined strength of Baughman and
Jackson is fifty-eight, within one of a ma-
jority. Postmaster Brown’s friends claim
that he will be the second choice of a ma-
Jjority of the delegates, and will stand a
good chance of receiving the nomination
as the compromise candidate. It is thought
that all three of these last named gentle-
men have strong following in Baltimore
city. Yet everything is pure conjecture
and tbe outcome is all guess work. Many
farseeing persons predict that the nominee
will be either Jackson, Baughman or
Brown.—Baltimore Argus,

Beer and Whisky Consumption

The internal revenue collection for the |
first eleven months of the present riscul‘
vear, says the Phila. Times, indicate some |
important changes in the consumption of
spirituous and ma't liquors. The reccipts
from spirits this year show a decrease ot
$2,980,889 from the collections from the
same source during the corresponding
Iperiod of last year. Tbe receip's from
fermented liquors showed an increase of
$2,014,063.

We are glad to observe that our State
exchanges are giving some attention to
the matter of a Bureau of Immigration to
Le maintained by the State as a means of
recruiting her agricultural and industrial
population and developing her resources.
We reprint elsewherc the well considered
views of the Baltimore Herald upon the
matter; and we are glad to note that the
Frederick Citizen has also given its en-
dorsement to the propositicn. By the
way, the stock of Col. Baughman, the edi-
tor ot the Citizen, for the gubernatorial
m;minntion, seems to be just now decid-
edly in the ascendent. Should the Col. be
elevated to the executive office, he will be
in a situation to exercise a large influence
toward the establishment of this import-
ant branch of the public service. There
is no doubt that the people of Maryland
like the people of all the Western and
Southern States in which bureaus of im-
migration have long beem in successful
operation, would cheerfully sustaia the
small public expenditure necessary for
carrying it on. It is well said by the Her-
ald that the money thus expended would
be returned tenfold in a short time; and
there is no doubt that the men who take the
initiative in setting this Lranch of the
public service in operation will bave a
bigh rank among the public benefactors
of the State.

The Rev. Dr. McGlyos, the contuma-
cious Catbolic priest of New York city,
has been formally excommunicated by the
Pope. He will henceforth be debarred of
all communion with that faith and all par-
ticipation in its prayers and religious ex-
ercises, usless he recant his heresies and
obediently submit to such penance as may
be imposed upon him. Tbe causes which
led to the deposal of this misguided eler-
gyman from his priestly office cannot be
regarded as otherwise than just and ample.
It is an essential principle of the disci-
pline of the Catholic Church that its clergy
shall confine themselves to their spiritnal
ministrations and shall pot participate in
political agitations of any character or
mix up matters of state with their eccles-
iastical teachings. ‘Hence, if Mr. McGlynn
bad identified himself with any political
agitation whatever and bad, as he has
done, disregarded all the admonitions of
his religious superiors to desist from it,
he would have incurred the same ecclesi-
astical censure which has been visited up-
om him. But when the contumacy of the
rebellious priest consists as it does of the
fanatical edvocacy of an extravagant poli-
tical heresy, which attacks the very found-
ation stone of good government and social
order, the church, in enforcing its disci-
pline and thus depriving this misguided
man of much of his power to do barm,
will have the sanction of am intelligent
public opinion regardless of distinctions ef
creed. Mr. McGlynn will now rapidly
fall into an innocuous desuetude, and will
be seon classed on a par with the cranks
and communists with whom bhe has asso-
ciated himself.

Except to the extent that the Legisla-
tures chosen this fsll in Virgoia, Ken-
tucky and Iowa praticipate in the election
of United States Senators, the elections
of the present year can hardly be consid-
ered of a great national importance. Mary-
land, Massachusetts, Kentucky, Iowa, and
Ohio will elect Governors, and these
States, with Virginia, New York and
New Jersey, will choose new Legislatures,
wholly or in part. Pennsylvania and
New York also elect minor State officers.
Tennessee, Texas and Oregon will decide
during the fall ‘whether to sanction pro-
hibitory constitutional amendments.—
The elections in several of the States
named will possess exceptional interest
for the reason that they will afford ind1-
cations of the voting-strength of new po-
litical movements. New York poilticians
are curious to know whether Mr. Henry
George and Dr. McGlynn are factors to be
taken much into account in 1888, and
whether in that and other States Mr. Pow-
derlyfwil throw hisinfluence uniformly for
the same party. In Virginia the condi-
tion of the repub'ican party is much de-
bated by its opponents, and opinions
differ on point whether it 18 weaker or
stronger than it was last November, when
it defeated a good many democratic as-
pirants for congressional honors.— Balto-
Sun.
