Thinking it mighf{ not be unin‘eresting to |
our brother iarmers throughout the county
to know we have a wide nwuke Farmers’ Club
at Hughesville, we beg leave to submit, for their
benefit, a few of the advawtnges niready derived
from our organization.

In the first place we have, by dealing direct-
ly with the wanatucturer, beea enabled to |
buy our fertiliz-rs for all crops »t « very liberal |
discount on the usux! rates; and thaus, in the
run of a year, save Quile 2 neat sum 10 eack
membher.

We have also bought our machinery in thé
same way, and wsuld strenuously urge our
farmers to organize into clubs, and by puling
together as we have done, convince themselves
bow much may e saved.

The great irauble has been to induce farmers
to hold together, and 10 overe me this obstucl~
in a mea ure we huve limited our active mem
hers to 25 and drafted a censtitution and by
laws exceptionally strong and exucting So far
we have succeeded admirably,nad in additien to
our financi.l success have un intellectual treat
at each meeting, by some members, on rome
subj-ct pertaining to agricultare, At our last
meeting our worthy president,Samuel R. Neave
Esq , gave u most interesting talk on—'‘How
to improve poor land '’ He summarize it as
follows:—There ure five things peed'ul to im-
prove poor land viz Maoure, rotation of creps,
live stock, implements and labor. The first
and most important is manure and the farmer
should use every exertion 10 produce the
largest possible quaotity; enough showld be
wade each yeir, to at least cover ene quarter
of the arable land. This can be done by sav
ing every thing that will mnke manure; horses
should be fed in the stable the year round,
cows tied at night and hogs kept in well bed
ded pens, and io many other ways manure beape
can be enlarged if the farmer is in earnest about
it. Next c mes rotation of ciops, which is
hardly less impertant; 1 would recommend a
“four field’’ rotation, let a farmer tuke his
aratle land. or us much of it we he can well
work and manure and divide inte four equal
fields, then start, say, with corn well manured,
followed by wheat drilled with four bundred
pounds of fertiliz-r to the acre and sown with
clover in tse spring; let the clover romain two
years, tken plow for corn; you will thus al
wa)s have one halfof your arable liad in clov-
er. Cut your clever twice the fi st year and
onee the second year and never graz: the clov-
er if It can be avoided.

1 do not recommend tobacco, as it is, aRlmost
impossible to improve a farm wnd grow it to
any extent, Keep all the live stock you can,
to do it well; as poor stock will impoverish
aoy land. Improve your stock every year, by
useing blooded males, and feed with a liberal
band. Tt will pay, and more manure is there-
by produced. Good implements canoot be
dooe without and every farmer should haven
manuring machine, & horse rake, a scythe
and many others. Lubor sbould be used with
ecomomy and po crop iojured for the lack of &
day’s labor at the right time,
