The Oyster Season.

Tae oyster season could, by law, have be-
gun yesterday, September 1st, for tomgers
taough it is not probable that it will become
generally engaged 1o for some days yet. The
outleok is said te be fuvorable. The jyeaily
decrease iu the oyster supply should, howerver,
Le seriously considered by the coming Legisla-
tare. The question of sowing shells will prob-
ably agiin arice. There is no doubt about the
practicability and importauce of oyster culture.
The toxing of shells has beea proved a good
wmeasu-e several times this summer, when chells
bave been found covered with spat. A shell
receatly feund in the Chesapeaks was alost
coupletely covered with embryo oysters—it
mast bave contained at least two hundred.—
The spat, which is definel by Webster as ““The
young of shell-fish,”” in floating throuzh the
water, caaght on the shell and stuck und after
a ew days a delicate shell was formed over it.
These ittle oyst:rs generally stick to the shell
until taey are jusd or broken off by their
own growth, then they go on to perfection un-
less caught before arriving at that poiot.

Under the amended oyster law of 1886 tong-
ing for oysters in Maryland waters will com-
wence September 1, and contioue until April
25. Dredging for oyster begins October 15th
uod coutinues until the 1stof April. Violatiens
of the law are punisbable now with imprison-
ment in the House of Correciion for a;period net
less than three mouths or more than ome year,
and fine of from $100 to $500 and costs, with
forfetiture of the vessel if the fine is uot puid.
It is unluwful faor persons tot.ke oysters om
Senday or at night, or to have them in posses-
sion at any time between April 25 and Septem—
ber 1, but it is provided that this *‘shall net
prevent traosportation companies from carry—
ing oysters breught fiom other States, ncr botel
and restaurant keepers or private persons from
purchasing oysters outside of the State of Mary-
land, nor shall it be counstrued to prevent any
person from taking o) sters for private wse, and
mot fur sale, frum bis private beds sny where
within 'Lis State ut any time.”’

Tte
officer thinks that if Ross is interviewed on the
shjsct be may confess the Killing of Haviland,
or tell who the murderer was if Haviland real-
Iy was murdered. A special from this city 10
the New York Werld says that ‘a mouth or so
ago the remiins ¢f a white map were found
buried inthesandy bed of a creck on the Weood-
