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A Forcible Reason.

Hon. Leu is E. McComas, in Lis speech
upon assuming the chair of the Republi-
can State convention, admitted that seri-
ous amendments were necessary in the
present State constitution and that he bad
looked forward anxiously for the time

when a convention might be called to ef-
fect the necessary revision ; but he con-

cluded that, as a convention called at this
time would necessarily be under the con-

trol of the Democrats, he thought for that

reason that the present time is not an op-

portune one.
