. Kentucky, on the farm of 11. J. Dun-

. can, two'hundred yards from the Ten-
p nessee hoe was fought a duel which

i created wide - spread excitement

( reputation of the principals. In 1826,
5 Gen. Sam Houston was a member of

. j Congress from the Nashville district
• in Tennessee, and sending home for

t distribution a number of public docu-
ments, he claimed that Curry, the

. postmaster at Nashville, suppressed
tjand failed to deliver (hem and dc-

, nsunced him as a scoundrel. For this
f Curry sent him a challenge by Gen.

White. Houston refused to receive
the message, as he stated, “from such

; a contemptible source throwing it on
. the ground and stamping en it. Gen.

. White said he was surprised, as he
; expected Houston to fight. To this

. Hoaston retorted. “Do you try me.”
, Of course a challenge from White

which Houston promptly accepted.
I The terms and conditions were,‘fifteen

feet distance; holster pistols, time,
sunrise. ’ The place chosen as stated,
was in Simpson county. On the 23d
day of September, 1826, the parties

. met at the designated* point with
their seconds
