Enriching Land.

Other things may attract a large
share of the attention of the farming
world ; but it is manifest that the en-
riching of the land is the principle
item with every practical farmer. le
well knows that unless he gives to his/
land that dressing which is necessary |
the produce will not pay for the labor|
bestowed upon it. In many parts of‘
our country the best and most econo-|
mic method of enriching the land lms
become the great study of farmers, and
it will not be many years before every|
part of our country—at the present|
rich prairie soil not excepted —will call |
for the same work. Today the gath-
erings of farmers at their clubs are oc-
cupied witb discussions on this sub-|
ject, and all the various fertilizers are|
passed in review, and very serious
doubts are e:pressed as to the advisi-
bility of using this, or that, or the
other. At present the great body of|
the farmmg commnmty are not post- |
ed as to the scientific details of cause|
and effect, resulting in the best growthw
of their crops; but this intelligence is |
spreading rapidly by means of the
numerous club discuseions and farm-|
ers’ institutes; aod it will not be long
- before they will become generally con-
versant with these thmgs

Often the farmer hesitates to give

his land what it actually needs to ren-
der it truly productive, fearful that it
will not return to him enough to re-|
pay what he must expend upon it. -]
This is a false fear, and it is only the
light spreading of fertilizers which|
makes no returns, because they ure,
lost from their very insignificance. — |
Heavy, liberal, unstinted gifts are in- |
variably successful. The land repu-!
diates stinginess, meanness and grudg-|
ingly bestowed morsels. It is gener-‘
ous where generosity is dealing with
it. Large crops bringing in amnple re-
turns can only be procured from soil|
naturally rich or made so by intelli-|
gent application of the proper fertili-|
zZers. ‘

The moment an experienced and in-
telligent farmer looks over a caltivated
farm he can tell how much has been|
bestowed upon it to make up the de-|
gree of fertility which is visible in
orchard or field. It is no less visible
when the land is starved, than when a |
horse or cow is starved.
just as disgraceful to starve the land
as to starve the animal. In either case
the owner must suffer. Poverty comes
wherever theland is allowed to become |
poor, and riches come wherever the
land is enriched.—Md. Farmer.

Liquid Manures. {

Scrie of the largest strawberries we|

ever had the pleasure of seeing came/
- from a bed where freshets had convey- |

ed the drainings of a field several
times, and a couple of weeks before|
fruitage. The berry was called the
President Lincoln, but it had growm
far beyond anything of tkat name in
ordmary growth, becaunse of the irri-
gation received and the invisible—for| "
the water was comparatively clear of |
all sediment, as it reached the garden)
—the invisible fertilizing matter con-
tained in the water. It is not neces-|
sary to see the water deeply colored to|
know that it is a liquid manure. Very!
often the bestowing of liquid manure |
is a great injury becaunse it is-given too
strong and the plant cannot convert
it to healthy hife. Itis indeed a poi-
son when in concentrated form and
will kill vegetation, so thatany failare
in its application may be laid to this|
fact. If applied in water, it should
be so weakened that it cannot be seen
in the water; but will diffuse itself
generally through the soil before it is
appropriated by the plant. [t may
appear that it is lost and only water
is placed about the plant; but the|-
result will show that the plant has
found something more than the water
from the new and vigorous life which
it will exhibit.

It may be thought that this involves
a great amount of labor and when a
large area is to be supplied with it
such is the fact, and it becomes im-
practicable to apply it diluted with
water. In this case, however, all the
liquid manure should be diluted with
soil, leaves, straw or whatever will ra-
pldly decay. None of the liguid should
be wasted, and during the entire win=-
ter it should be carefully composted
and thus made ready for safe use in
the spring. Dry earth is one of the
best means of diluting the strong li-
quids and they can then be applied
without danger, but with great benefit
to plant life.

Finish Cutting Briers and Bushes.

If the cutting of all the briers and
bushes along the fences and in other
parts of the premises was not entirely
finished up in August and September,
there ought to be found opportunities
in the more leisure season of the In-
dian summer now at hand to finish up
that important work. Burn the un-
sightly, unprofitable trash as fast as it
is cut or grubbed np, and make the
fields more presentable to the passer—
by, and give their places tosomething
that will help to pay the rent, or the
interest money. Some l#nds seem to
. never to be done with the tendency to

such cases the word is “constant vigi-
