I think the effect is mostly
mechanical, and that as good results
may be obtained by & mixture of shorts
or other bulky feed.

1 have adopted this plan : To a mix-
ture of eight bushels of corn and four
of oats ground together, I put 200 lbs.
of shorts and 200 lbs. of cotton-seed
meal, which are thoroughly mixed.—
By this method the meal is divided up
and is better to feed, especially if you
depend on help who would as soon feed
one cow all shorts and anotber clear
cotton seed as to give the proper
amount to each.—Ezchange.

I have for many years fed bran and
recommend it to others, and do not
know of any other food so valuable in
winter to keep the system in a right
condition, when stock are on dry ra—
tions. Bran is for winter feeding what
grass is in summer—It regulates the
stomach and bowels, and enables the
animal to better digest and assimilate
the other food eaten. I would not at-
tempt to winter yearling colts and
calves without bran each day unless I
had a supply of carrots for them. I
also find it valuable in fattening hogs,
and considering that there is much
less risk of cholera’or other diseases
when the diet is part brain than if all
corn.— Woldo F. Brown.

The body, says F. D. Cartis, should
be made first, and the fat added uoder
favorable conditions.
