The court held that tbe rcoronn Itv in re-
gard to trespassing cattle, etc , i* in force low

ia Maryland, and that Ibe rn e of law is that a

person is only bound to tab* care that bis catlie
do out wander from bis own land and treepaas

upon the land of others , that a fence Is for lb*
purpose of keeping ynor own stock at home. 1
and not to keep other stock off; and if any oos

is damaged by another's stock trespassing on

bis land, woodland or marsh land, be can re-

cover damages liom the owner of the stock so
trespassing The court also held that under
the statute law of Maryland (article 67, title
“Estrar or Trespassing Cattle,”J a person h*d
three remedies for the trespnising on bis en

closure by any rattle, horses, sheep, hogs cr
demerlic animal.

1. He rnuld take up tbe animals, aed area
sonable time thereafter go before a jestire of
the peace and make affidavit that be Uok up
the animal as ao astray, and publish said
affidavit and justice's certificate, etc if bv com-
plies with the law be rae recover all expenses
ia< urred io taking up lb* e* Iray and keeping it,
including the cost of advertising. If any one
avails himself of the remedy, be cannot recover
damages fur the injury none.

2. Any person aggrieved hy tbt trespass up-
on bis enclosure ef any cattle may impound the
same aad have t's damage eustaiaed by tbs
trespass appraised by two disinterested pererc
end unless the damage and a reasonable com-
pensation for feeding tbe property impeended
are paid, may, at the expiration of ten days,
sell the same at public auction, by giving thv
notice required by me statute. Thia remedy
seems to apply where the owner of tb calile is

not know n
3 If say rattle, etc , treipa(ieg on tbe en-

closures of any person be distrained doing dam-
age, the owner of wbirh is knewn, if the owner
do nut tend compensation for the damage within
five days after such distress and notice given to
him, then tbe party taking ap sarb cattle, etc.,
may, t.y complying with the statate, have the
property sold, and retain enough to pay him
lor the damages he has sustained and all
charges arising from such trespass

Any one aggrieved by tbe trespass on bis
property of any cattle, hones, hogs, etc., has
four complete remedies (one at common law
and three hy tbe statute laws of Ibe Stale) and
if bt choose to take all l it fences down be can
recover damages for any trespass on bis land,
nod can impound, keep, and if necessary, toil
the animal lor its trespass and damage. Any
cattle, horses, hogs, etc., can be taken up and
impounded, wbr-n found trespassing on ths
highways and public roads, by tbe owner of the
property adjoining such roads, as the herbage,
grass.ee., belong to the owner of the adjoin
ing properly, and the pablic only bare an
easement io Ihe said roads.”
