Ass Awkward Ceasplleail**.

The new election law, under which the last

election was held, has caused much complica-

tion among the election judges in making their

returns to the clerk oi lb*court. The law re

quire* that at the close of the election, in every

voting precicnt, after the vole is counted and

cast up one set ol returns showing the result

of the election together with the ballots shall

ba locked in ihe ballot box and this box se-

curely sealed, the chief judge taking charge o(

the box and the minority judge taking the

key, and that eoe set of returns shall be re-

turned to the clerk together with the ballot

box, the latter to be kept by him intact, the

seal unbroken, until tke expiration of (ix

months when ihebox is opened and the ballot*

destroyed. In making the retorts on Tore
day a very serious complication arose, inas-
much as Ih* judges ot the fifih and ninth dis-

tricts ot our county had locked all the certifi

cates ol the result of the election in the box

with ihe ballet* leaving noth.ng to show whai

had bocD the result of the election in those

districts. The clerk is required to transmit to

ihe Governor a complete return ot ihejvote ol

Ihe county, and hera the awkwardness of this
complication arises, for the judge* from Nes. 5

and 9 have nothing to show officially what
was the result in those district*. Under the

law these boxes cannot be opened fer six

months by any one except in case of a contested

election, when the Circuit Judge has the power

to open them. In view of this fact we can

give no official figures of the vote ol the county

at Tuesday’s election in these lao districts,

the figures in our table Irem

from the Baltimore Sun.
