sauung Arer sneezing.

When the king of Seunaar sneezed
his courtiers immediately turned their
backs on him and gave a loud slap on
their right thi¥h.

It is probable that the custom of
saluting after sneezing, which is still
prevalent in some countries, originated
in some ancient superstition.

It is attributed by some to Pope Gre-
gory, who is said to have instituted a
short benediction to be used on such
occasions, at a time when, during a
pestilence, the crisis was attended by
sneezing, and in most cases followed
by death. ;i

“The custom existed long prior to
Pope Gregory. The lover in ‘‘Apuli-
rus,” Gyton in ‘“Petronius,” and allu-
sions to it in Pliny prove its_antiquity;
a memoir of the French academy noti-
ces the practice in the new world on
the first discovery of America. Every-
where man was saluted for sneezing.

The Rabbins, who have a story for
everything, say that before Jacob men
never sneezed but once, and then im-
mediately died. They assure us that
Patriarch was the first one who died a
natural death; before him all men died
of sneezing, the memoirs of which was
ordered to be preserved in all nations
by a command of every prince to his
subjects to employ some salutary ex-
clamation after the act of sneezing.

When the king of Menomotapa
sneezed those near his person, when
this happenedsaluted him in so loud a
tone that persons in the state-chamber
heard it and joined in the acclamation
in the adjoining apartment. They did
the same till the ndise reached the
street, and became propagated
throughout the city; so that each
sneeze of his majesty a most horrid
cry from the salutations of many thou-
sands of his vassals resulted.

With the ancient sneezing was om-
inous; from the right it was considered
auspicious; and Plutarch, in his life of
Themistocles, says that before a naval
battle it was a sign of conquest. Ca-
tullus, in his pleasing ‘poem of ‘‘Acme
and Septimius,” makes this action of
the deity of love from the left the
source of his fiction, The passage has
been veritied by a poetical friend, who
finds authority that the gods sneezing
on the right in heaven is supposed to
come to us on earth on the left.—
Puttsburg Dispatch.

Of Gentle Breeding.

To a hotel in a neighboring city, says
the Toronto Globe, there came a youth
beautiful as to his face, and his over-
coat was shorter than his undercoat.
which showed him to be of gentle
breeding. He addressed the hotel clerk
imperiously, telling him that he must
forthwith summon the chief of police in
his presence. The chief of police was in
bed, and he rose at the eall of dut
and hurried down to the hotel. e
was ushered into the room allotted
to the youth who eeted him
haughtily, but not unkindly, and per-
mitted him to seat himself. Then he
told him, between the ppffs of a cigar-
ette, that some street f‘outh had spoken
to him rudely. “Am I to understand,”
he said savagely, ‘‘that a gentleman
can not walk your streets without be-
ing insulted?” .

Eels That Scale Precipices.

If you put your hand in the
water over the eels, or spit on it, in-
stantly they .are gone. But poke a
stick down ameng the snaky things
and they do not notice it. The sense
of smell 'seems to be their main guard
against danger. Like salmon, they do
their level best to dart up the rocks in
order to ascend the river, and ‘with
good suecess.

“I have seen as many as a hundred
bushels of eels banging on the rocksat
one time by the suckers of their
mouths. They would wiggle and
flutter their tails, and by the momentum
thus obtained, letting go with their

suckers jump up about six inches
higher. -I caught about forty barrels
last seasun that I salted and sold to

the Columbia fishermen for bait. 1
icked them off the rocks with a fish
ook tied to a pole. I started at the

bottom row of hanging eels, and

would silently pick off barrel after
barrel. The upper rows hadn’t sense
enough to perceive the enemy. I have
caugﬁt eels in the headwaters of the

Santiam; in -the Caseade Mountains.
