Sand Mound* In South America.

Most readers are familiar wish the
drifting of snow on a level and smooth
surface, as, for example, on a frozen

¦ pond or river. Somehow in the
progress of the storm a little inequality
is formed, and from this the drift
keeps on growing. Similarly, on the

, desert plains of South America, the
sand gets heaped iu mounds by the
wind. These mounds, which are

called medanas by the Peruvians,
seemed to te spread over the desert at

the distance of fifty or sixty yards from
one another. Their height appeared

, to be from eight or ten to twenty or
more feet, and they were from twenty
to fiftyyards in circumference.

-; Their sides to windward were almost

4 perpendicular and nearly semicircular,
but to the leeward they declined very
gradually from the summit of the
mound to the extremity ou this side;
and on the other two sides the ridges
declined in height from the summit un-
til they reached the ground.

Hut it is most remarkable that these
, medanas are constantly in slow motion
, by the force of the wind while it

1 blows. Tbe sand from tbe weather
, side continually rises like a vapor from
‘.the bottom to the top, and. after

passing the summ.t. unites with the
leeward slope, and advances that side

I iu proportion as the other recedes.
Tims the whole pile moves slowly on
in the same direction till the wind
changes, or until the medana is lost in

i Million*of Grasshopper* Killed.

i* When the English took possession of
the Island of Cyprus it was annually

; : ravaged by grasshoppers to such a de-
gree that its crops were hardly worth

- consideration. In five years, and at a
cost of only some $300,000, the insects
were destroyed, and it now costs but
$8 .000 a year to keep the land free
from their ravages. The method used

’ to such good effect is now being tried
with results which promise to be equal-
ly satisfactory in Algiers and Spain.
\Vhen a column of grasshoppers is
known to be approaching a screen
formed of cotton cloth, about sixty
yards in length and one yard iu width,

r Is stretched in front of it, sometime s
7 in a straight and sometimes in a Y--

shaped line. Along the upper edge of
the cloth a strip of oiied or varnished

• stuff is sewn over which the insects
- cannot crawl; and in front of it great

5 pits are dug, the borders of which are
encircled by strips of zinc slanting
downward. These pits are soon filled
with the grasshoppers, which are tram-

Cled down by barefooted natives and
uried under earth with which disin-

f fectants are often mixed. According
1 to Le Genie Civilit is estimated that

this year 400,000,000 of grasshoppers
were thus destroyed in Algiers by the
middle of June. It is needful that the
screens should be spread early in the
morning, when the insects, numbed by

. the night cold, are unable to fly over
I it and then men should be employed to

keep the column as compact as possi-
, ble.
