Fodder Corn.

The third bulletin issued by tbe exp*ri-
mental slntion at the Maryland Agricultural

Collrge it devoted to expe-imenls made at tbe
station in growing fodder-coin nod fodder
cane, and contains some interesting Trading

matter for the practical farmer. It says:
“The condition of the worn lands of Maryland

and adjacent Stabs has led to general recog-

nition of tbe value of keeping more live-stock
on ihe farm, particularly to increase tbe sup-
plies of home-made manures. If tbe animals
can be so manage! as to pay all cost* and
leave the manure they make as the profit, it
may be ccnxideted good farming, la thiscon-
nrction economical methods of producing an

abundant supply of forage are studied. The
Indian corn or maize is the plant generally
depended upon in this section ter yielding the

largest quantity of good forage or fodder, per
acre, at the least cost. Closely allied to corn

are the the various forms of sorghum little

used for forage io this country, but gradually
becoming better known.

"Where corn iv grown for fodder, rather
than for its" seed or grain, very different

methods ’of treating tbe crop are practiced. A

common way is to sow the corn quite thickly,

lelt ar if grow without cultivation, like’hroad
cstedgrain Another, is to sow in close drills,

like small grafo. In ei her of ths methods
ears seldom form open the stalks. Others sow

in drills-farther apart; this admits of more or
“ less cultivation, an ! allows tbe separ tr plants

opportunity to deveb p better and inmost

t-a*-es ma'nre their seed.

A Heavy Judgment
"

The Supreme Court of Pennsylvania has
sustained a judgment in tbe suit sf J. M. Moy-
er against tbe Southern Maryland railroad
company, said to be the largest judgment ever

irecoveted by so individual through that court.

’The amount was $234 000, and with interest
-.added now reaches nearly $250,000. It is
¦claimed that Col. S. S. Smoot, president oftbe

land road, became Indebted to

Moyer for $150,000, and tbe company was in-

debted to Smoot and had given him nominally
$300,000 of its securities, though the company
still held them in its possession. Moyer began

action to obtain possession of these securities.
Meanwhile Col. Smoot made sn assignment to

Col. Darlirg, the purpose being, as alleged by
Mr. Moyer, to defeat bis claim. In 1881 it is

asserted tbe raihead company canceled the at-

tached stocks and bonds, and issued new ones
in their stead. Tbe remaining bondholders
then took action to have Col. Moyer's attach-
ment set aside, but the Supreme Coart ruled
against tfom and sustained tbe judgment ob-
tained in the lower conrt.

April SOlb h Legal ¦ollSsy.

Congress by law has provided for the ob-
aefvance of tbe anniversary of Washington’s
inauguration, on April 30tb, as a national
holiday. Pn sident Harrison in his proclama-

tion calls attention to that fact, and suggests

the hour of 9 A. M., as tbe time for the pevple

to meet at their places of worship fur prayer
and thanksgiving. Th Maryland l.w relat
ing the legal holidays, after naming those
which are fixed by tbe act, provides that all
special day s that may be appointed or recom-

mended by tbe Governor of ibis Sta'e or by
tbe President of tbe United Stales as a dy ol

thanksgiving or fasting and prayer, or other
religions observances, or fur the general cessa-

ti< n „of busintss, shall be regarded as legal
holidays. In Washington it is thought that, ss

in case of Thanksgiving D.iy, supplemental
State action will only insure a general observ-
ance ot Apr 130tb. Atterney-Geoeral Whyte
says that in conformity, with the law of the.
State and tbe Pioclamation of the Precedent,
April 30th will be a legal bol day.

The Republic prints reports on the pn 8

pects of tbs wheat crop limn (50 counties

in Missouri, 40 in Illinois, 48 in Kansas

40 in Indiana, 33 in Kentucky, and 18 in

Michigan. The reports show that there

is an improved condition in all these,

each State being taken as a whole, Mich-

igan being the lowest, 107 per cent, of
last year’s condbion, with the greatest
improvement in the mild winter, absence

of late freezing and late frosts, few bugs.

floe stand in tins - States. There is a de-
creased average in a'l the States except
Kansas, which averages 171 per cent, of

last year's acreage, (probably too high,
but sufficient to indicate a much greater
breadth ot winter wheat sowing the je-ir.)

cent., Illinois 89. Indiana 08], Michigan
89. The wheat is repotted strong, vigor-
ous anti of good color everywhere, except
in Michigan, where d image was wrought
hy alternate freezing and ’hawing.

Fo summarize, the average condition
of the six States compared with last year
ibis time is 125 J per cen* , the average
acreage 106 J per cen'., indicating a tre-

mendous yield of winter wheat this year,
barring untoward accidents.
