In the earlier books
are recorded all the Acts of Assembly from
1640 to 1692 and two lists of births, -lnhj-

But the glory of the Murslanders s that wfter
the fight wus over Gen. Ewell sent to get th-
oumes of every officer and man ot the gallant
section und incorperated their pawes in bis
official report of operations, as may be seen in
the comiag volume of the “*Rebeiion Record’’
ut the Wur Depariment. Such a thing was
never done in uny other corps general's report
during the war. Perhaps the crowning glory
of all wns when atter the war, Gen. R. E
visited Baltimore, und said to a promio«nt cit-
zen who had lost & son io the fight: *‘You
ought ot to grieve tor your son. As far as a
high seuled devotion 10 duty wus concerned,
though the corps wus small in cumber, the
heroic self sacritice of those brave men was &
second Therwopylne.'”

I may say that during the fight Gen. Milroy
with & portion ot his torce, made his way 10
the Potomuc across the country, nnd 1hat the
remuinder were surrendered by his senior bii-
gsdier genernl. Perhaps the Marylanders are
prouder of ihs episode in the history of their
troops than of all their other gallaut achieve-
ments duriog the civil war.
