Keep the Mouth Shut.

How many of the readers of these
lines know or have any idea of how
much and how persisiently each and
every one of them keep their mouths
open, inhaling directly into the lungs
the foul and fetid air of the atmosphere
that surrounds them? How many
know or think of the seeds of discom-
fort and disease that are thus drawn
into and lodged iu the system. there to
rankle and fester and produce health-
irritants and life-destroyers?

How few know that the common
practice of sleeping with the mouth
open—to say nothing of the habit at
other times—is one of the most per-
nicious and deleterions practices to
which the human race has become ad-
dicted? This subject has been brought
sharply home to the writer in connec-
tion with a study of the canses and the
treatment of the wide and rapidly-
growing distemver popularly know as
catarrh.

to fortify against its evil tendencies

Chinese Wine-Making.

Wine-making is said to have existed
for thousands of years before the in-
troduction of distilling. The process
is simple. Glutinous rice, or hwang-
mi, is placed over a fire in a large iron
an and softened with warm water.
t is made into a thick, solid sort oll a

el. This steeped rice is piaced on
Erl:hlo with raised edges top prevent
the fluid from overtlowing. Over the
rice, when in this state, the leaven to
aid fermentation is sprinkied. The
whole is then mixed and mashed with
an iron masher, and remains in a large
stoneware jar for several days. If the
wine is desired to be of a sweet taste,
two days are enough; but for wine
without sweet taste four or five days
are required. To make the second
kind of wine stronger, the Chinese
brewer often adds spirit. After all
this the wine, solid and liquid parts
together, is placed in a cloth bag. and
this goes into a pressing chest of wood,
called cha, the wine press. A heavy
stone presses it down and the wine
flows out from a sort of teapot spout
in the side of the press. The remain-
der of solid matter is called tsan, and
is used to feed animals as a ferment.
The method of distilling was intro-
duced in the Yuen dynasty. To the
wooden cylinder - bich holds the
*| millet there are three covers. The
outer and upper one contains cold
water and keeps the second one cool
to condense the spirit. The spirit
rises from the softened red millet be-
low, which has been under manipula-
tion for several days, and passes
through the first cover to the second,
It here becomes condensed and flows
down the sides into atriangulartrough
which receives it and delivers it from
a spout. Williams and Morrison’s
Dictionary and Leﬁge s Classics seem
to have been compiled with the im-
Su sion that the Chinese practiced

tillation in ancient times. This is
an error. The Chinese only knew the
ordinary process of fermentation.—
Chinese Recorder.
