Tbe school board met on Tuesday for the

week, was transacted. Tbe board selected tbe
following teachers to represent the county as-
sociation at this meeting. Mrs. Lizxie How-
ard, of Bryantown ; Miss Cora Berry, of Port
Tobacco; Messrs. F. M. Perry, ofPiccawaxeo,
and S. B. Duuninglon, of Nanjemoy. Dr. L.

C. Carrico will represent tbe school board and
tbe Examiner Mr. F. J. Mnddox, an ex-effieio
member of tbe Association, will represent the

school interests of the county at large. Tbs
expenses ol all these delegates will be paid by

the school board, and we wish for them a

pleasant and profitable trip during their three
days sojourn among tbe pleasant mountain
breezes. The rase of Miss Cera Berry, of this
school district, who bad appealed from the ac-

tion of the local tiustees in requesting her
resignation, was heard by the board, who after
an examination of tbe matter decided that they

could do no'hing but confirm tbe action of tbe
trustees.

More Weather.

The month of June just closed has kept up
tbe record for heavy rainfalls which has mark-

ed the preceediog months in this year. During

tbe month there hive been only lour days with
out rain and there has been only one cloudless

d iy. Tbe average rainfall during June lor tbe
past nineteen years has been 3.61 inches, and

tbe average lor twenty-five days, 3 inches.—

Tbe rainfall fur tbe past month has been four

inches; since January 1, 1889, over 21 inches

of rain has fallen. This is tour inches more
than the average. The average temperature

for nineteen Junes has been 71° but this year
tbe temperature has been about 2s° below tbe

average. Tbe temperutnre for the year still

remains 2° above the average. Tbe highest for

tbe month was 87° on June 21st. Theratniall
for the two days of July bas been 4.23 inches.
During the whole mun'b of July last year the
rainfall was only 282 inches. An attempt has
been recently made to fix the responsibility ol

tbe remarkable weather of the last few months

on sun spots. Just now tbe astronomers have

their telescopes turned on an immense b how

in tbe atmosphere of tbe sun. Its shape bas

been described as oval, with a dark central
nucleus, surrounded by a shadowy portion

called the penumbra. Tbe umbra or nucleus

bas been found by a scientist to have a diame-

ter ol 12,000 miles, whilst the shadowy portion

measures 30,000 miles in diameter. Both can

be seen without the aid of a telescope it tbe ob-

server will protect his eyes with a plate ol

smoked glass. Scientists genetally deride tbe

idea that these sun spots have any inliaei.ee on

tbe slate ol the weather.

Sc

let all turn out in ifae interest of tbe company

Ninety rents Hundred.

r Mr. James A. Murray, of Bryaotown,who

B shipped a hogshead of selweted tobacco to Dan-
ville, Virginia, about six weeks ago on the re-

presentations of a firm of leaf tobacco dealers

in that city that the product would suit their
r market and possibly command a good price,
c bas at length received an account of tbe sale of
e tbe hogshead and the resnlt is anything but

satisfactory to the shipper. After bolding the
_ tobacco for five weeks lha warehousemen to

a whom it was consigned so'd it at 90 cents per
\e hundred weight and returned an account of

54,71 for 525 pounds. Tbe freight on tbe
¦* hogshead was $4,79 and other expenses 77
d

cents, leaving Mr. Murray 85 cents in debt on

Jm tbe consignment. This is very discouraging

and will doubtless deter any future shipments

-of Maryland tobacco to tbe Virginia markets
from our section. Mr. Murray says that to

secure this 525 pounds he culled over 5000 and
that every bundle was leafy, uniform and free
from defects, and from the representations

y made to him by tbe Danville merchants on tbe

| sample first sent them he at all events expected

a as mneb for the crop as could be obtained in
i Baltimore. The remainder of bis tobacco of

1 the same crop and quality, shipped to Balti-
' more about the same time, brought him 8j

j cents per pound, however, showing that after
all Baltimore is the best market for the Mary-
land crop. Mr. Murray is highly incensed at

the action of the consignees as he distinctly
wrote them that if the tobacco was not suited
to their market to ship it to Baltimore at his
expense.

tirely and Mr. Murray now talks of an action

Oar Tobacco Crop.

A correspondent writing to the Baltimore
Sun from Dunkirk, Calvert connty, gives a

very correct pen pirtare of crops in this section,
as what be says of Calvert applies for the most
part equally as well to our county. He says : ;

“The lateness of thesoasoo lor tobacco plan-
ting and the total inadequacy of the plant sup-
ply to meet the demand tor even half a crop
makes it quite certain now that the tobacco
crop of Calvert will be smaller (ban for a num-

her of years. The causes assigned by farmers
are that tbe rains during tbe storm period ruin-
ed tbe plant bed beyond the power of resusci-
tation of tbe plants after the usual ravages of
the fly. Guano, plaster and other lenilii-rt
used as surface feeders fur f plants *ere

washed off as soon as applied, and the plants
were li'erally drowned out, leaving ihvir beds
bare of live plants. At tbe present writing

not mote than one planter in each neighbor -

hood has bis lullcrop set out. As the acreage
lelt out for tobacco was much smaller than us-
ual, tbe inability to plant this sbos tbe small
fractional part of a crop that will be eet out

this year. Substitutes lor tobacco need this
tear are corn and brans. Owing to tbe low
price of potatoes but lew laim-rs arc trying
these again. The fruit crop, however, is look-
ed to with hope. Tbe disastrous sale of can-

ned goods last year has so diecou aged packers
that fruit packing here will be m.inly limited
to persons Interested in tbe picking machinery
of the canning houses that will be opened.

A black fly somewhat smaller than tbe ordi-
nary bouse fly is attacking cattle in this sec-

tion with very annoying, and in some cases,
serious effect. Tbe flies gather on tbe cattle’s
horns, anile close to the bead and encircling
it, they feed oa the more yi-ldlng part of the
soft horn, near tbe head. The catlle are very
much tormented by tbe flies and make wi.'d
efforts to get them off without avail. Cattle
that have been attaaked here are being protect-
ed by coating (he boras with tar where affected
by tbv fly."

The
Pennsylvania Railroad Station, on Sixth
street, was again surrounded by water,
which came up almost to the main floor
of the building. Many people living in

the washed district bad but recently bad
their buildings repainted and touched up
since the recent freshet, and their discom-
fiture shone out strongly against the back-

. ground of merriment on the part of the
street gamin who anticipated another
season ul fun. The rain abated af-er one
o'clock and the sewers soon carried off
the water, leaving the streets again passa-
ble to pedestrians.
