The French Tobacco Contract.

The annual tobacco gontract of the
French government and the manner
in which it is made and filled has for
years been a subject of much talk with
gentlemen who have undertaken to
find out the cause of the continued
depression which embarrasses the mar-
ket for our Maryland product. A
great deal has been said on this sub-
lect. It is said that the several leaf
buyers of Baltimore city will compete
for the contract, but that the contract
once obtained, all competition in the
purchase of the tobacco suited te its
requirements ceases and the contrac-
tor is ®llowed to fill his contract at
his pleasure, paying such prices as he
may desire.

This statement has always impress-
ed us as resulting in alarge measure
from the imaggnations of the earnest

Now, assuming this to be a fact, it
is #s clear as the noon—day sun that
thiese Baltimore buyers never contend-
ed with each other in good faith for
the contract; for, as we said before,
no sensible men would do such a silly
business as contending as lowest bid-
der for a contract, when it was already
a foregone . conclusion that no matter
how low the lowest man’s bid was, he
would be allowed to fill it at his pleas-
sure without any competition or effort
to “corner” the tobacco on him.—

Then, still assuming the fact of non|

competition after corrtract obtained to
be proved; the only sensible conclu-
sion that can be drawn is that the ap-
parent competition among the buyérs
for the contract must be a mere pre-
tense and that there is a collusive
arrangement among them to that ef-
fect. Assuming this to be true, then
there ought to be some large margin
of profit on the contract which would
gerve to make a respectable “divide”
among the several parties to this sup-
posed collusion, But from the figures,
which, according to our advices here,
the French contract is taken for, there
does not appear to be sufficient mar-
gin between the contract price and the
Baltimore market value to afford such
a consideratipn for collusive action
among buyers.

Altogether the French contract
seems to be a kind of mixed business
which our planters do not fully un-
derstand, but the discovery claimed
by Dr. Waring at the recent meeting
of the Farmers’ Alliance, that tobacco
which the Freach contractor pays 5
cents a pound for in Baltimore, after
being manufactured by the French

this country under conditions similar to
those of the seven English immigrants
who recently arrived at New York per
Obdam are probibited from landiog un-
der the provisions of the alien coniract
labor law. An investigation of the case
in question by the Treasury Depurtment
shows tbat J. W. Wrightson & Co., of
London, England, have established an
agency for the encouragement of Immi-
gration to the United States,and that they
bave agents at Rotterdam and at Seguin,
Texas. Persons are induced to immigrate
to this country by promise of employment
and are furnished with a circular letter to
the Texas agent, whose business 1t is to
procure them work and to care for them
until he does. The immigrant is required
to sign an agreement to accept |he, first
employment offered him by the Texas
agent. Several immigrants holding these
certificates have been prevented from
landing by the collector of: customs at
New York, and the British minister at
Washington made formal complaint
against his action. He represented to
the Treasury Department that there was
no contract, eitber expressed or implied
in the transaction, and that theretore
there was no violation of law. The papers
were referred to the solicitor of the treasu-
rys and he basgiven an opinion that the
papers which the immigrants are requir-
ed to sign in which they agree to accept
whatever emyloyment is offered them is
a contract within the meaning of the law
and Secretary Windom acted in accord
with this opinion.
