Crop Reports.

The Maryland crop report of the agricul-

tural department for July says regarding the
corn crop of Charles county : ‘in consequence
of the excessive rains acreage has been very
much decreased.” They could also have Stated
with truth and force that the acreage planted

is faring badly ; that much ot it is entirely ,
drownrd out or otherwise seriously injured by
water and that the prospects of a crop to sup-

ply as much as two thuds of the demand are

very yoor indeed. K gardtng other Maryland
crons the teport says ; “Wheat, which at one

time bid lair toexiel the (Xpeclalioo of grow-
ers, has turned out to be a poor crop. The
same may be said otouis. Potatoes have been
reduced in area and the yield is light. A large
tailing off of the area in tobacco is reported
amounting to over 23 per cent, on both cigar
and manufacturing leaf, the latter sustaining

most ol the loss. The preliminary estimate on

tobacco makes a reuuction of 30 per cent, in
Ti Ducssee, 34 iu Kentucky, 4( in Indiana, and
30 in Illinois, with a smaller reduction in Ohio
and Missouri.”

A dry,

well ventilated cellar is the best place for all
kinds ol canned fruit, but jellies and jams can

be kept iu a store room that is warm and dry,
away Item the least danger ot damp. Glass
jats are better than tin cans. They are always
sale and can be used year after year, while un-

less tin cans are bright and new, they spoil tbe
flavor of the Iruit and render it unfit lor use.

Tbe size ot a lamily will datermine tbe size of
the jars. For a large family, tbe quart or tbree
pints size will hold uo more than will be need-
ed at uue ume, but in a small lamily the pint
jars ate the best. For holding jellies common
(ambler* are math tetter than any of tbe pat-
ent jelly glass's we have seen. To cover lum-
bleta ol jelly, make a paste by stirring a table-
spoon ot flour and one of water into a smooth
mass and tbiniiitg it with cold water until it
is seemingly uo thicker than water; dip each
piece ol paper into the paste until it is wet
through, drain and spread over the top and
(Teas (low aou tbe sides. Fruit should always
be put into tbe cans which have been previous-
ly v> armed, boiling bot, and be sure that tbe
c-nn is tall and running over so there shall be
no room fur air to gel in. Screw down tbe
tops and turn them, let them remain awhile
auu toake the cover lighter it possible.

Ihe C oni timed Kalita.
Another week ol almost uninterrupted rain

fall has been added to the protracted wet sea-

sou. Complaints among farmers are general
regarding tbe damage to crops and land is
cultivation which has been caused by the ex-

cessive and continuous rains. Cultivated laud
has been seriously washed out and tbe cultiva-
tion ok corn and other crops bas been serious-
ly embarrassed. The result is that low laud
corn is tor tbe must part an entire failure,

while much of tbe upland crop is fatally injur-
ed by tbe washes and by tbe excess of gras-
resulting from lack of cultivation. Tbe grow-
ing tobacco crop, tbe greatly diminished acre-
age of which has been heretofore noted, bas
been in most localities seriously injured by the
wet weather. Much good tobacco laud is ob-
servable upon which tbe crop is an entire fail-
ure. Large fields are- reported, which have
heretofore yielded abundant crops of fine to-

bacco, upon which tbe crop is completely

ilwarfed into that condition known among tbe
planters as “Frrnched,” and is going to seed
with leaves a tew inches long, thus indicating

a complete failure. Iu addition to all this,

wheat and other small grain standing in tbe
fields in shocks, ol which there is still a con-

siderable quantity, his sustained much addi-
tional injury by tbe continuous rain of the past

week. Altigether the prospect for the tiller
of'tbe soil is not a bright one at present.

An excellent article appeared in the Balti-
more Sun on Wednesday regarding habits and

diet for warm weather from which we take the
following: “A caiefnl person may eat what
he wants of either vegetables or fr*h mature

meat, just as at other seasons of the year,only

he must rest a little before meals if he is hot

and tired, must eat slowly, and must rest a

little while before exercising a.-ain in the hot
son. When unusually tired and hot, it is bet-
ter to eat very little, and that only f simple

foods. Iffood is not digested, the sooner one

is rid of it the belter, before it has lelt the sto-
mach. In both cold and hot weather it is in
jurions to go more than five or s ; x hours with-

out food. A glass of milk makes a very good

lunch, and one is more apt to sleepoo bot sum-
mer nights if supper has consisted ' ot of lea or
coffee and meats but of roiik and buttered
bread. Of course those who don’t mind being

sick will make experiment* wi h various sorts

of doubtful foods. There is no objection to the
use of a glass or two of water at meals by one

who wants it. It there is an unsatisfied crav- I
ing (or water it is better either to drink a little
vinegar and water or to let the stomach rest.

Lemonade is refreshing under these circumstan-
ces, but disagrees with some persons when ta-
ken at meals. Frsb fruits form one of the
chief attractions of the summer meal. Even
after they have been brought from a distance
they are gratelul to the palate They are, in
fact, only forms of delightfully flavored water j
The amount of solid matter in a melon or a

peach, for example, is very small. When their
freshness is doubtful they should be cooked:
when they are really stale they should be shun-
ned as violent poison. Cautious persons avoid
QSe of crabs and clams aud such like after sum
mer ha< airly begun. At limes they are very
poisonous, aud at present we do not know ex-
actly why they are so ©r in what case they will
prove dangerous. It is said that scientific men
bare discovered deadly chemical poisons in cer-
tain sorts of edible shell fish when they grow
in stagnant water.”
