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The Coming Campaign.

In another column the Democratic
central committee publish a call for
the primary meetings and conoty con-

vention to assemble in Port Tobacco

on the 10th proximo. It was deemed
useless and unnecessary trouble to >
have more than one county conven-i
tion this fall, and hence the call does
not suggest the appointment of two
sets of delegates as has sometimes
been the case.

It is not probable however
that the convention will decide to
notninate the county ticket on the
10th proximo, out no doubt will ad-
journ over to some future day, subject
to the call of the central committee,
when the county ticket will be nomi-
nated.

As regards a county ticket very lit-
tle can be said at this time, except
that it willno doubt be one that the

, people will cheerfully support. There

will probably not be much pressure
for - nominations and this condition of

things is always favorable to the make
up a good ticket. There is no doubt
that the nomination for Senator will
be unanimously tendered to Hon. K.
H. Edelen. He is clearly in line for
this honor and since it will not con-
flict with, but rather advance and
strengthen any further honors the
Senator’s friends may look forward to

in bis behalf, it is confidently relied
upon that be will lead the ticket this
fall.

With Edelen at the bead of the
ticket the rest of it will be made up

without difficulty, and our party will
go into the campaign in the county,
as it should, upon an aggressive, vig-
orous, united and confident footing
This is no time to dally with the foe.
The campaign of this fall will be in
many respects one of the most import-
ant and earnest that the State has
ever known.

In a recent issue the Calvert Gazette
administers the following well merited
rebuke to the Mr. F. Gantt, whose
erratic attempt to convert the scheme
of State aid to immigration into a par-
tisan project we recently referred to.

i this fad, especially as none ol the latter
gefitFeman’s most enthusiastic admirers
have been ab'e to point With any degree i
of pride to the.legislative record he lias
already made. We favor the Cox bill be-
cause we believe it fills a “long felt want’’
in agricultural interests ofSouthern Mary-
land, and it seems that every body else,
except Mr. F Gantt, favors it also. The
trouble about Mr. F. Gantt is that he
“reads between the lines” of the bill to
find the interpretation he makes of the in-
tent of that measure; but of course it is
understood tha’t he is using this import-
ant scheme as a political bugaboo upon
which he expects to warm a comfortable '
seat in 'he legislature next winter.

Mr. Gantt’s chronic habit of rushing |
into public print and uttering a howling
diatribe against anybody and everybody j
who refuses to coincide with his erra'ic

I ideas reminds us of the l>ellowin-. and
cavorting of a very small marsh bull in
the summer. He emi's a mighty volume
of discordant sound in proclaiming to

1 the world his self-pronounced superiority
over the common herd, but no o*e has
ever been known to be deceived by his
noisy demonstra'ions in forming a correct

- estimate of his greatness.”
But the irrepressible Mr. Gantt

again comes forward in the last issue
of the Journal , and, byway of prov-
ing that he is not alone in his opposi-
tion to the measure, refers to its de-
feat in the Senate—a fact previously
well known—and quotes from articles
in the “American" while the bill was

pending, claiming that the State had
previously fully tried the experiment
of an immigration bureau without re-

sult, and that the only effort would be
to bring paupers to oar shores.

For the information of this evident- j

ly not well posted gentleman it might j
be well to state that the influence
which defeated the immigration bill j
ia the Senate was the fact that one 1
meaiarq local to Southern Maryland
had already passed the Legislature,
viz: the “free inspection bill” as it
was called. This bill, by abolishing
compulsory inspection without mak-
ing any farther modification of the
law, in the opinion of the economist
of the Legislature, promised to make
a heavy inroad upon the State treasu-

ry for a few years. As the immigra-
tion bill was regarded as chiefly
beneficial to Southern Maryland, it

was not deemed fair that the treasury
should be charged with any other
legislation special to this section. As
we bare heretofore pointed out, it hav-
ing now been demonstrated that the
apprehensions regarding the inspec-
tion bill were without foundation, the
real objections of the Senate to the

bill do not now exist.
In regard to the “American’s” views

it ma£ be said that its statement of
facts were without truth, just as its

apprehensions about “paupers” were
without foundation; and the quota-
tion of its articles as proof upon this
question d'splavs ignorance of the
facts referred to. The State of Mary-
land never bad an immigration bureau

and nothing but the merest apology
for an immigration agent; and no

immigration agent of the State of
Maryland ever made a tour of Europe.

But we suggest to the friends of
-this measure in Calvert, that they put
provision in the bill they propose to
introduce in the next Legislature that
no immigrant shall be brought to the
State by the instrumentality ol the
bureau, unless be is prepared to pur-

chase a given quantity of land. This
will be in entire conformity with the
intent and meaning of the bill as it
now stands, and such a provision
pre-annouuced, would take the wind
quite out of the sails of the irrepressi-
ble Mr. Gantt.

Sullivan Sentenced.

John L. Sullivan, who was arres'ed and
carried to Mississippi lor engaging in the

recent prize fight, was sentenceil to twelve
months in prison, and Referee Fitzpatrick
pleaded guilty and was sentenced to pay
a fine of S2OO at Purvis, Miss., Saturday.
Before sentence was passed Sullivan ad-

dressed the court. He said: “Your
honor, I desire to make a few remarks. I

can only ask for your clemency in the <
matter. No doubt I have done some- 1
thing wrong, but, as my counsel told you,
I was ignorant ot the law. lam not as i
oratorical as the distinguished district i
attorney on my right, or my counsel who
have addressed you, and therefore I beg i
to remark that I am your bumble servant :
John L. Sullivan.”

Terry’s Tragic Fate.

David S. Terry,ex-Supreme.Justice
of California, was shot and killed at
7:50 o’clock on the morning of the
14th instant, in the railway eating
station at Lathrop, Cal., by Deputy
United States Marshall David Nagle.
The shooting was the result of a per-
sonal assault which Judge Terry was

making upon Justice Stephen J. Field,
of the U. S. Supreme Bench, while

jhe latter was seated at the breakfast
table. Judge Terry had approached
Justice Field from the rear and slap-

, ped the Justice in the face with liis
hand and was in the act of striking
him the second time, when Deputy
Nagle, who had warned Judge Terry
to stop the attack, drew his revolver
and shot Terry through the heart,
killing him instantly.

The deputy was acting as a body-
guard to Justice Field uiulerstrict or-
ders eminating trom the Department
of Justice at Washington, to protect
the person of the Justice from person-
al assault at all hazard. An attack

| had been deemed probable owing to
| frequent threats, attributed t* Judge
I Terry, and owing to the latter’s known
temper and the fierce quarrels which
have marked his public career in
California. lie was known to enter-
tain a deadly hatred toward Judge
Field, which* feeling was supposed to
have been spurted by his wife, Sarah
Althea Terry, who claims to be the
widow of the late U. S. Senator Sharon

j and who has been endeavoring to
prosecute her claim to his estate in

i State and Federal courts. A decision
rendered by Justice Field sitting en
banc with two other Federal Judges
last September was adverse to her in-
terests and she was the means of cre-
ating a scene in the U. S. Court-room
on that occasion, which threatened to
terminate in a tragedy. She was
ordered into custody by the court for
contempt, after interrupting Justice
Field when delivering his decision,
charging him with being corrupt. She
struggled with the bailiffs when they
attempted to remove her by force, and
had an active ally in Judge Terry,
who drew a dagger, but was disarmed
by the same Deputy at whose bands he
met bis death. For this act Judge

jTerry was sent to jail for six months
jfor contempt.

Investigating the Cattle Fly.

Last summer a new pest was reported in

cattle in New Jersey, Delaware, Maryland
and Northern Virginia. The pest has
again made i's appearance this summer.
It is a small fly half the size of a horse
fiy which settles in a great number around
the base of the horns ami on other por-
tions of the body where it cannot be
reached by either tail or bead. It sucks

a moderate amount of blood, reduces the
condition of the cattle and lessens the
yield ol the milk by from one third to
one half. This new peat has been inves-
tigated by the Department of Agriculture
through the acting entomologist, L. O.—

Howard who has succeeded in tracing
the entire history of tbt pest. He finds
that the fiv lays its eggs usually at night
in fresh cow droppings, and that for the

development from the egg through the
maggot stage to the perfect fly again a

apace of only 12 days is necessary. He
says this rapidity of production accounts
lor the wonderful numbers in which these
flies appear, and it follows with reasona-
ble certainty that the insect will pass the

winter in the qsiesccnt stage at the bot-
tom of manure dropped late in the tall

(he approximate date to be determined

later) The preventive is obviously to

lime the manure in the fall in the places
where the cattle preferably stand in night.
At the present time applications may be

made to milch cows and valuable ani-

ma's which will keep the flies away. The

applications may be (Ij fish oil and pine
tar, with a little sulphur added ; (2) to-

bacco dust when the akin is not broken ;

(3) tallow and a small amount of carbolic

acid.

Tbe republicans,
by mustering every vole, could show but
a bare majority of one. If tbe democrats
refused to vote and resorted to obstruc-
tive tactics the difficulties in the way of
the republicans can be easdy understood
by those familiar with congressional pro-
ceedings. A member is liable to be tak-
en sick, something that happened during
one of tbe dead-locks in tbe House dur-
ing the Forty-seventh Congress, and there

are a thousand and one things that might
happen to cause tbe absence of a man.
And yet, to do business under each cir-
cumstances, tbe full party vote must be
maintained constantly. Tbe vacancy in
the Nebraska delegation will doubtless
be filled by the election of a republican,
unless the democrats pursue a still hunt
for it and catch the republicans napping,
tbe district being for a number of years,
overwhelmingly republican. The election
to fill the vacancy may not, however, be
held in time for tbe new member to attend
an extra session. Tbe members from the
new States may not be here in time. Tbe
many uncertainties in connection with
the matter tend to make it improbable
that there will be an extra session this
year.

From Leonard-
town to Morganza, thence to Oakville, a

distance of about fouGeen miles, one
cannot see enough tobacco planted to
realize five hogsheads. From the place
last named to the I’atuxeot river, thence
to Three Notched road aud across to
Leonaidtowu, tilt en miles, but one to-
bacco crop is seen, that of Judge Stephen
Jones, about hall a crop. Most ot the
wheat is yet shot Iced in the fields and
presents 'he appearance ol green mounds
in a park.
