Spain has ruled in
everything; the Cabans in nothing,
and consequently the island, although
settled four hundred years ago, has a
population of only a million and a
half, and not one-tenth of its surface
is cultivated.

The Democratic victory in Ohio
promises to be one of far reaching sig-
nificance. In addition to the United
States Senator that will be retained
and the acquisition of the election
machinery of the State, itis thought
that the gerrymander of the Congres-
sional districts, 50 unconscionably car-
ried out by past Republican Legisla-
tures, can be 8o far undone by the pre-
sent Democratic Legislature as to give
the democrats a gain of about six
Congressmen from that State in the
next Congress.

The great political revolation in
Iowa has carried consternation into
the ranks of the Repulicans. In 1880
Towa gave the Garfield electors 78,000
plurality; in 1884 the plurality bad
dropped to about 20,000, but last year
it gave Harrisen 32,000 plurality.—
The Democatic State ticket now car-
ries the State by 7,000, a change of
nearly 40,000 votes in a yesr. Gen.
Boies, just elected, is a strong tariff re-
former and took advanced ground up-
on the question in his campaign. Ver-
"1ly it looks as though the “educational
campaign” is marching westward with
solid colamns.

There will be eleven Republican
Senators occuping seats in the next
U. S. Senate, who hail from Demo-
cratic States. Connecticut, a Demo-
cratic State, has two Republican Sen-
ators; New Yerk with a Democratic
majority of 25,000, has two Republi-
can Senators; Colorado, Democratic,
has two Republican Senators; Mon.
tana, thongh- Democratic, will proba.
bly elect two Republican. Senators;
Rhode Island.is Democratic, but is re-
presented by two Republican Senators,
while Iowa, with a Democratic major-
ity among the people, has also two
Republican Senators. This looks like
a hardship, but it is one of the inci-
dents of State sovereignty and will in
time correct itself. The fact that this
is a fact ought to show every Demo-
crat how soen his party will be in ab-
solute control of this country.

Colonization in Southern Maryland.

It is a notable faet in conuection
with the election returns of this fall

from the four Southern Maryland
counties, that, while St. Mary’s and
Calvert hold their own comparatively
well for the Democrats, large Republi-
can gains are apparent in DPrince
George’s and Charles. This is due,
beyond a doubt, in a large measure, to
the importation into these counties of
colored voters from Washingtoa, their
contignous territory affording nore
convenient facilities for the purpose,
and their proximity causing a larger
percentage of their quondam colored
residents to be resident in Washing-
ton, thaa is the case with the other two
counties mentioned.

Our Democratic friends in Prince
George’s seem now to be thoroughly
aroused to the great and growing im-
portance of this question of the resi-
dents of Washington retaining their
right to vote in that county. The
Marlboro’ Gazelte charges that tbe
votes of more than 500 residents of
Washington were taken at the recemt
election in that county, thereby de-
fealing their ticket. The Republican
mangers in Prince George’s, as well
as in Charles, seem to be just awaken-
ing, also, to the importance of this
vexed question, as it affects their
political interests ; for in the last two
elections they have brooght out an in-
creased number of these people.

This is said to have been especially
noticeable in Prince -George’s at the
recent election, where the number of
non- resident voters is said to have ma-
terially and perceptibly increased.—
In this county, while there were not a
great many additional pon-residents
puton the registration lists, as was the
case last fall, still the impression pre-
vails among observing Democrats that
such as were on the lists were brought
out te the election more fully and
syatematically this fall than last.—
This is given as the explanation, in
part, of theincreased majority against
the local Demeoratic ticket at the re-
cent election.

As heretofore stated by the Tiues
there is no doubt that there is still
much material among the colored res-
idents of Washington from which still
larger accessions to the voting strength
of the Republicans in these two coun-
ties can be, from time to time, made,
by good management on the part of
their leaders' For the last twenty-
five years the colored people of these
counties have been gradually, out
steadily, drifting into Washington ;
and the number of colored men over
21 years of age now living in Wash-
ington, who are native, or have been
at some time residents of this county,
run high up into the hundreds, if they
do not reach a thousand. Under
Judge Stone’s decision in young Sla-
ter’s case last fall, 8 man who removed
to Washington with his parents in
childhood, may, upon attaining his
majority, return to the county and
vote, upon making the ordinary oath
of an nltimate intention to return to
the county and live. In view of these
facts as they apply to the law as at
present expounded by our Chief Jus-
tice, the great importance of this ques-
tion and the growing necessity for a
setiled and satisfactory interpretation
of the law of the qnemon beeomo
manifest.

It is questionsable if J ldge Stone
foresaw the extent to which the prin-
ciple of admitting non-residents to the
rights of citizenship here, npon a bare
oath of an intention, would go in its
practical application, when he first
laid it down some years ago; although
the T1xes then foreshadowed the great
dangers to local citizenship involved
therein.

The T1MES has never said that Judge
Stone did not expound the law as he
honestly understood it, and certainly
no one ean say that he has not applied
the principles thus laid down impar-
tially and fairly to both political par-
ties. ButJudge Stone himself hason
more than one occasion expressed a
regret that the Legislature had not
moré clearly deficed the question, and
we feel sure that be, in common with
all good citizens, will admit that the
present conflict of judicial opinion in
our circuit upon so important a ques-
tion, ought to be corrected and reme-
died at the earliest possible opportu-
nity.

"It is rather a difficult matter to de-
fine this question of domicile in all its
bearings by a statute, especislly as the
law makers at Annapolis will general-

ple, if corrécted construed. The bet-
ter plan would probably be to njike a
test case and take it up to the Court
of Appeals, as that tribunal has’mever
yet passed upon’the question of a vot-
ing residence in‘Marylsnd (although a
special provision of law has been con-
sidered necessary to preserve.to -the
appellate Judges themselves the right
to vote in their native counties, while
residing in Annapolis).

" There are some who contend that
a8 ‘Judges Brooke and Craoe are al-
ready on record averse to the non re-
sident voters, and as Judge Stone will
probably be ‘suéceeded during the
coming winter by an appointee of the
lGovernor, the conflict of opinion a.
mong oar circuit judges will probably
be thus removed and the question sat-
isfaclorily adjusted. But of such
great importance is this'question, that| .

A Catholic Jubilee.

Ooe of the most importaxt even's in
the history of the Catholic Charch in
Awmerica began in Baltimore on Sunday
the 10rb. It was the commencement of
a tripple celebration—the 100th aoniver-
sary of the appointment of the first Amer-
ican Catholic Bishop, the inauguratior of
the first Congress of Catholic laymen held
in the United States and the dedication
of the new National University for Cath-
olics. Fu'ly 10,000 stangers were in Bal-
timore to witness the spectacles. Prompt-
ly at the appointed hour the pries's, sem-
inarians and theological students were
marshaled in Calvert Hall. They then
marched to the residence of Card:nal
Gibboos unaccompanied by music. At
the doorway of the Cardinal’s house with
subres and polished belmets glistening in
the bright morning sunlight, were two
double lines ot guards Here the Papal
colors and the Stars and Stripes were in-
termingled. While the priests were ope -
ing ranks, a mass of purple enveloped
figures were seen in the Cardinal's door-
way. It was the gathering of nearly all
the Catholie Bishops and arch-bishops,
with representatives trom Mexico, Canada,
England and Rome itself.

The prelates now came forth from the
portico in pairs, and as each two s epped
into the street their costly robes were
caught up by altar boys.

In the pricession were Cuidinals Gib-
bous, of Baltimore, and Taschereau, of
Quebec. Eight acolyts upheld their
long vestments, and surrounding them
their Monsignors, with the Papal Dele-
gates O'Coonell and Stotelli, of Rome.—
Within the Cathedral, ten minuten later,
the scene was simply magnificent. The
pews were crowded to the utmost with
laity. At the bigh altar stood the mitred
celebrant of the muass, Archbishop Wil-
liams, of Boston. ‘At the consecration of
the Host the Cardinale advaoced from the
sides with tie Monsignors und, bowing,
koelt at the prietlieus, facing tne altar.—
As the sacred Host was held aloft by the
celebrants, aod with rhe deepes' silence all
through the Cathedral, every bead . bent
low in prayer. The nnkh of a tiny bell
at the altar broke the spell, and at the in-
stant was heard outside the heavy intona-
tion ef the cathedral chimes
