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When the colored children get into
the Illinois white schools, and the col-
ored soldiers are admitted to tbe
Grand Army posts, how happy both
races on the northern side of the
Ohio will be.

The man in Seattle who hasn't
eaten anything since the Ist of Janu-
ary should be denounced. It is just
such fellows as this one who are de-
stroying the home market for wheat
and corn, and bringing tbe high tariff
to ridicule. —Courier Journal.

As A MARK of their respect and
esteem the Democrats of Congress
have named Representative Compton
as tbe member of the Congressional
campaign committee. They realize
that be may be deprived of bis seat,
but say they take this method of man-
ifesting their regard for him. Mr.
Compton is the member for Maryland.

Judging from Senator J osey’s ar-

ticle in his paper, we do not believe
that he has read the bill submitted to
the Senate by Senator Somervell, on

behalf of the Southern Maryland Com-
mittee, correctly. That bill, in the
shape it left tbe committee, proposed
a redaction of the per diem of the
Orphans Court Judges for the State
at large from $4 to {3. There was no

provision in it applicable to Charles

county as a local measure.

The position of tbe Republican
Congressmen at Washington seems
now to be just what Mr. Bayard de-
scribed it on a former occasion; tbat
of“centralization ran mad.” Senator
Hoar gravely proposes a bill prohibit-
ing any State making any change in
tbe Congressional districts as now
gerrymandered by the Republicans.
Tbe wild and unprecedented schemes
of her statesmen prove that tbe grand
old party is now on her last legs.

The scheme of the Leaf Tobacco
Association, ofBaltimore, forretrench
meat in the expenses of tbe State to.
bacco warehouses, as laid before the
jointcommittee of tbe Legislature on

Tuesday, appears to be more practical
and fraught with less probable damage
to tbe interests of the planters than
the scheme of the Governor. The prop-
osition of tbe Leaf Association is re-

ported in the local columns to-day.
Onr planters should familiarize them-
selves with tbe two plans and let our
lawmakers bear from them in tbe mat-
ter. It is a matter of much local im-
portance.

In another column we print an
editodal article from tbe Sun refer-
ring to the many advantages to set-
tlers afforded by Maryland lands and
condemning the small efforts that
have been made to induce immigration
from the outside world. The Sun
ought to bear in mind that two years
ago, when a well conceived measure
fur tbe enconragmeut of immigration
was before tbs Legislature, and bad
passed the House, tbat luminary not
only did not support it, but tried by
indirection to throw cold water on tbe
project. We are glad to see the Sun
has changed its views.

The Attorney General, in re-

sponse to a request from the Legisla-
ture, has sent to Speaker Hubner bis
opinion in regard to. tbe taxation of
mortgages. Mr. Whyte says tbat tbe
Declaration of Rights declare it a
fundamental maxim of government
that every person in tbe State bold-
ing property should contribute by
taxation to its support, but that tbe
manner oi executing this declaration
is left entirely with the Legislature.
The Attorney-General thinks tbat the
power to tax mortgages is solely with
tbe General Assembly, which, in bis
opinion, can either exempt mortgages
from taxation or tax them under tbe
constitution, according to their Jodg-
ment.

The dignified and statesmanlike
address to the country by Hon. John

G. Carlisle, stating the Democratic
position in the great struggle at
Washington, has served to show up
tbe true iniquity of tbe Republican
usurpation in its true colors. Tbe
precedents of a century have been ruth-
lessly trampled upon by tbe Republi-
can partisans for tbe most unworthy
partisan purposes. These same tradi-
tions bad been repeatedly upheld by
tbe Republicans when it served tbeir
party to do.so;and Banks,Colfax,Blaine
and even Reed arc on record in their
defense. Mr. Carlisle shows that the
constitutional provision requiring the
actual presence and participation of
a mainly of tbe members elected to
legalize business, was founded in tbe
highest wisdom and constitutes a
necessary safeguard between the Fed-
eral treasury and its would be despoil-
ers.

/Looking After Maryland Lands.

'lt is not at all surprising that parties
from South Dakota and Minnesota are re-
ported to be looking after Virginia and
Western Maryland lands. The report
comes from the immigration agent of the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company,
which is seeking to obtain settlers along
the line of its railroad for the purpose of

building up a traffic between Cumberland
and the Ohio river, where comparatively
little traffic at present exiss, but where
there are large bodies of coal and other
lands that are capable of extensive de-
velopment. The amount of profitable
local traffic between Cumberland and the
Ohio river has hitherto formed a serious
gap in the transportation business of the
Baltimore and Ohio Road, and the spirit
with which it has undertaken to promo*e
settlements along that part of its line
which crosses the Alleghanns u to be
commended. But there are other parts of
Maryland that offer great inducements to
settlers,whether from the East or the Wcst
or from abroad. There are parts of Bal-
timore county where good lands may be
bought very low, and which only require
good roads to materially increase their
valae. On the E .stern and in
Southern Maryland there are many farms
and much outlying land that are inviting
purchasers, and although some of them,

especially in Southern Maryland, have
lost a good deal of their original tertility
and others have been exhausted of the
larger portion of their constituents by
careless tillage in the old slavery days and
by overcropping in tobacco, such is the
genial nature of the soil that it is easily
worked and readily responds to manures
and fertilizers.) There are, moreover, in
the shell banks to be found in some places,
and in tbe marls, which Professor Uhler
recently described local means of enrich-
ing tbe soil at only the cost of digging
and hauling. With lime from the rotten
shell banks, natnra ly broken-down and
partially comminuted by time and tbe
weather, and with marl containing potash,
the Maryland farmer, wherever these are

available, has tbe two principal coi-s i: u-
ents required foj the renovation of tbe
soil. We do not dwell here upon the
advantages of a settled society, of naviga-
ble waterways on which farm products
can be transported st the least possible
cost, or of’the schools and churches easy
ofsect S 3 in these long-established {arming
communities. IWe have often referred to
these before. Tbe grest difficulty with us

in Maryland baa always been our slowness
to join in that march of progress which is
visible everywhere around us. Our lanlt
has been the absence of that quality of
self-assjrtioa which has been a distin-
guishing trait of the Western people.
Other States intent on inviting immigrants
to settle among them, have issued well-
written pamphlets describing tbe climate,

tbe soil, tbe yield of crops, the means of
transportion to a market, with statistics
showing tbe price ot lands and tbe pro-
gress of population. The Western States
have been particularly energetic in pub-
lishing quite a series of pamphlets giving
such information as persons require who
are seeking to establish new hornet for
themselves or their families. What have
we done in Maryland? The Legislature
at one time established a bureau of immi-
gration and appointed an agent to take
charge of it He drew bis salary with
exemp'ary regularity, but accomp isbed
literally nothing. What has been done to
impart a knowledge of Maryland lands
on'side of the State! Beyond tbe Sun'i

frequent publications setting forth the
State’s advantages and tbe erode and im-
perfect pamphlet on the geology and cli-
mate of Maryland, by tbe late Dr. Higgins,
and tbe recent pamphlet of Dr. Chancellor
relative to the Eastern Shore, the few at-
tempts to describe Marylasd, in whole or
in part, have been desultory and ussatis
factory,the papers on tbe several counties of
the State, pub:isbed in tbe Sun, being the
best of all. Everybody knows that of re-

cent years the industrial drift and to some

extent tbe drift of population has been
toward the Seutb. Maryland is tbe gate-
way of the South, and ought and could be
made to participate in this change of tbe
current if tbe proper steps were taken to
set forth her claims to a share in this new
movement. It is very largely doe to the
energetic action of tbe railroads tbat pop-
ulation has been located so exteasively in
tbe West. If tbe Baltimore and Ohio
Company finds it to be to its interest to
promote,by a bureau of immigration,aettle-
ments along tbe line of its road in Western
Maryland, it is a good step in the right
direction. We want more industries and
more population.— Hallo. Sun.

Tbe New Rules Bring Increased Re-
sponsibility.

Tbe code of rules for the House reported
by tbe committee on rules, after obtaining
the sanction of the republican caucus,
gives Speaker Reed all the dictatorial
pswer over tbe coarse of legislation that
he assumed before tbe rules were reported.
They facilitate the transaction of business
immensely, provided tbe Speaker favors
tbe business proposed to be transacted
They are excellent rules provided the
Speaker be incorruptible, the chairman of
committees saintly and intelligent and the
lobby virtnooa. Their working satisfac-
torily would be assured, perhaps, if no
money bills of any sort were to come be-
fore the Fifty-first Congress. Bat these
conditions cannot all be realized. Tbe
Speaker may be a saint, but bis chairmen
are far from perfection, the lobby is
wicked, and a great many bills with “big
money” in them are to be considered.
Tbe majority of the House, in dispensing
with tbe old rules,takes a largely increased
responsibility upon its shoulders. Is it
equal to it! The result will show. Many
ot tbe measures sanctioned by tbe majority
of tbe House are measures that favor pri-
vate or corporate interests. Tbe tariff bill,
tbe subsidies bill, tbe pensions bills and
tbe navy enlargement bills will give occa-
sion fur tbe spending of money by inter-
ested persons on Congressmen. Other
bills of like character are incubating. Can
theFif'y first Congress.under the proposed
new rales, hope to close tbe s ssioa un
smirched ! The door being open to scan-
dal, it will not surprise anybody if tbe
public grows captious and suspicious. It
is. doubtful, therefore, whether, from a
party point of view, the new rubs are a
valuable acquisition for the majority of
the House. —Sun.

Reilisti-icting Bill.

On Friday a bill for redistricting the
Congressional districts of the State, was

introduced in the Maryland Senate by
Senator John W. Smith, of Worcester
county. It was referred to the committee
on elections, and will be reported to the
Senate without delay. The changes pre-

poposed may be thus briefly stated :
The first and sixth congressional dis-

tricts remain as they now are. The second
district takes the twentieth ward of Balti-
more city from the fourth district and a
email portion of the twenty-first ward from
the filth district. The third district gives
the eighth and ninth wards, strongly dem-
ocratic, te the fourth district and gets tbe
fifteenth and sixteenth wards, strongly

! republican, from the fourth district. The

| fourth district, besides getting two dem-
ocratic wards, lops off the the fifteenth,
sixteenth and twentieth wards, all of
which have been giving republican major
ities. It takes back Ireia the fifth district
the “shoestring” precints of the fifteenth
sixteenth and eighteenth wards, which
have given in the aggregate several hun-
bred republican majoriiy. With this re-
districting the third and fourth districts
are expected to be reliable democratic.
So far as tbe fifth district is concerned,
the redistricting will make only an insig-
nificant change. It will have the repuo-
lican“sboestriog” precincts ot tbe fifteenth,
sixteenth and eighteenth wards lopped off,
but loses a democratic fraction of tbe
twenty-first ward, which before annexa
tion of tbe belt was in the Baltimore
county portion of tbe fifth. A proposition
was mads to give (be first, second, third
and thirteenth election districts of Balti-
more county to the fifth, which would
have been adding two more democratic
districts. But Towson politicians did not

'want their induence curtailed in tbe sec-
ond congressional district conventions,and
the fifth was not given any new territory.
Speaker Hubner is not pleased with this.
He lives in Baltimore esunty and in the
fifth congressional district, and hoped to
see that county have a larger share in the
fif h district conventions than it now has.
In Baltimore city the prominent democra
tic gentlemen who live in the eighth and
ninth wards will have to look to tbe
fourth district for tbe door which leads
into Congress. With tbe twentieth ward
put into tbe second district, there will be
an end of tbe deadlocks peculiar to its
congressional nominating conventions.

Denied Ilia Rights In Illinois.

Tbe race troubles in the public schools
of Alton, 111., still contiaue, says tbe New
York Tribune. Tbe white people of Alton
Lave enforced their objection to colored
children attending white schools, though
tbe law of Illinois authorizes mixed
schools. The negroes have been excluded
from schools they wish their children to
attend, and now they are being prosecuted
under the compulsory education act for
refusing to send their children to the
colored schools provided for them. What

' tbs man and brother wants at Alton is the
full measure ofbis rights under the statute.
If he is not equal before the law to tbe
white man in Illinois be wants to know it.
Tbe Tribune states tbat the Stale superin-
tendent of public instruction advises tbe
complaining colored parents of Alton to
employ a lawyer. That has been triad
already and found expensive and ineffect-
ual. If the colored voter caaoot get bis
rights in r publican Illinois, where can he

expect to them !
