Many of the members of the Legislature

There will almost certainly
be a heavy scaling down in the rates of
license proposed by the bill of the Committee
of One Hundred, which are $250, SSOO and
SI,OOO. It may safely be said that no law
requiring a license of SI,OOO for Baltimore

will be passed, and the chances are that SSOO
will be the maximum in any event. The
county members say that a SSOO and $250
license will result in closing many hotels in
country towns, which, they claim, would be
a serious disadvantage.

Tobarco Inirml*.

A committee of the Leaf Tobacco As-
sociation of Baltimore bad a hearing before
the joint committees of inspections Tuesday
night. Senator Wilkinson and Mr. Laird
explained the provisions of their bills. Mr.
