RESIDENTS OF SOUTHERN PHILIP. 

PINE ISLANDS FRIENDLY. 

NEWS CONDENSATIONS 

Professor Sehnrmin Visit* the Principal 

Towns and Is Well Received—Are 

Awaiting the Ren nit—Defeat-of Again-

aldo Desired Before Annonneipg Al­

legiance to Us—Public Schools of Ma­

nila Reopened Under Favorable Clr-

eiimataDets. 

MANILA, July 3.—Professor J. G. 
Schurman of the United States advisory 
commission for the Philippines has re­
turned to Manila from a three weeks' 
tour of the Southern islands. He takes 
an entirely hopeful view of the general 
conditions there. The intelligent and 
fubstantial citizens desire an American 
protectorate. The masses are awaiting 
the settlement of the war in the island 
of Luzon before declaring themselves. 
They are chiefly anxious to be undis­
turbed. The jpresfdent of the town of 
Santo Nicolas, in tfie island of Cebu, 
said to Mr. Schurman; 

"We want peace, food and prosperity. 
We do not wish to fight. We would be 
neutral." 

Fear to Endorse American Rule. 

The president of the commission 
thinks this declaration fairly expresses 
the sentiments of the people in the. 
southern islands of the archipelago. 
Many of the towns there are in the 
hands of small bands of Tagalos and 
the people fear to endorse the American 
rule until they are certain that Aguin-
aldo will be beaten. Let them once be 
convinced of this and the allegiance of 
the Southern islands, Mr. Schurman 
thinks, can be secured by diplomaey. 

The United States gunboat Benning­
ton took Mr. Schurman to Mindanao 
and the islands of the Sulu and Visayan 
groups. He traveled through the isl­
and of Negros with Colonel Smith and 
a party of natives. In several of the 
principal towns he was tendered ban-
quets and had an hour's conference with 
the young sultan of Sulu. ^ 

He Earnestly Desires Peace. 
Mr. Schurman told the sultan that 

the United States had secured the sov­
ereignty of the islands from Spain, but 
had no wish to subjugate the popula­
tion or interfere with their customs or 
religion. The sultan replied ̂ :hat he 
earnestly desired peace and was-anxious 
to continue the existing treaties. 

Saturday General Lawton and Mr. 
Worcester of the commission visited the 
principal towns of the province of 
Cavite, out of which the natives were 
recently driven. Before acting General 
Lawton and Mr. Worcester consulted 
with leading men of each town and se­
lected candidates whose allegiance and 
loyalty to American interests was be­
yond doubt. Wherever they went the 
Americans were heartily cheered by 
the people. 

Manila Schools to Reopen. 
The public schools in Manila will 

open this week and it is expected there 
will be 5.000 children in attendance, 
xhe teachers include Americans, Span­
iards and Filipinos. One of the in-
structors is the widow of the Filipino 
patriot, Dr. Rizal, who was shot by the 
Spaniards Dec. 29, 1896. After her 
husband's execution Mrs. Rizal, who is 
the stepdaughter of a retired Hong 
Kong gentleman, went to Imus and 
was chosen chaplain of a company of 
insurgents. English will be taught in 
the schools one hour each day. The pre­
scribed holidays include the 20 church 
days observed in Manila, Washington's 
birthday ana the Fourth of July. 

The rain has fallen almost contin­
uously for nine days. It has been a 
tremendous downpour and the whole 
country is flooded. 

LITTLE BRUSH AT NIGHT. 

Filipino Rebels at San Fernando Make a 
Demonstration. . 

MANILA, July 3.—7:55 p. m.—The 
rebeljJiave made a demonstration at 
San E^rnando. They took advantage of 
the darkness and rain to make a sally 
against the north line, seemingly only 
for the purpose of annoying the Ameri­
cans, as they failed to push their attack. 

-The American loss was a private ©f the 
Seventeenth regiment killed and four 
men wounded. 

The firing began at 10 and the rebels 
expended quantities of ammunition. 
All the troops hastened to the trenches 
in expectation of a general attack. The 
Seventeenth regiment, the Twelfth 
regiment and the Iowa regiment partici­
pated in tfie engagement, but did not 
advance beyond the outposts. After an 
hoifc the Filipinos fired rockets, appar­
ently as a signal to cease firing, but 
there were scattering shots, all night 
long, which kept the Americaij^nnder 
arms. A » 

The^eufemy's loss was not discovera­
ble, buc^as probably small. 

The Americans were, guided in their 
shooting only by the flashes of the reb­
els' rifles. -

FORCE OF FORTY THOUSAND 
Definitely Dw!<i«il to Send General otla 

More Men. 
WASHINGTON, June 29.—It has been 

defnitely decided to begin the enlist­
ments for the volunteer service under 
the aict of the last congress. . The re­
ports to the adjutant general, based 
upon the reports of the recruiting offi­
cers and on close . estimates as to the 
number of soldiers in the Philippines 
and in each command in Cuba and 
Porto Rico, show that the regular army 
is up to its full authorized strength. 
The additional soldiers needed must be 
obtained under that section of the act 
of congress authorizing the enlistment 
of volunteers. The officers scattered 
among the principal cities of the coun­
try who have been enlisting regulars 
only will be instructed immediately to 
prepare to enlist volunteers. The pres­
ent indications are that about 10,000 
men will be wanted. 

Volunteers will not be accepted in or­
ganizations. Secretary Alger is deter­
mined to adhere to that rule. Looking 
over the act of congress he has con­
cluded that the authorization to raise 
these volunteer troops "at large" indi­
cates a purpose on the part of congress 
to follow out the plan successfully op­
erated in the case of the immune regi­
ments. It is the present purpose to dis­
regard states and local lines in securing 
the recruits and welding them into or­
ganizations. Regiments will be desig­
nated the First, Second, Third, etc. 

Officers for these volunteer regiments 
will be obtained by promoting officers 
now in the regular army and by com­
missioning many of the best officers of 
the volunteer organizations which saw 
service. 

NO VOLUNTEER COLONELS. 

Only BegolaT Army Officer* Will Com­
mand New Regiments. 

WASHINGTON, July 4.—The proposed 
organization of nine volunteer regi­
ments will place a number of important 
military commissions at the disposal of 
the president. Although there will be 
three new brigades Adjutant General 
Corbin says it is not likely that more 
than one additional brigadier general 
will be needed, the other twa being pro­
vided for by officers of that grade now 
in the army whose terms of qplistment 
are about to expire. Probably the most 

| important point in connection with the 
I proposed volunteer organization is the 
j president's declared intention to ap-
j point none but officers of the regular 
j army to the command of the nine new 
i regiments. 
| It is not unlikely, however, that some 

of tfcmost efficient volunteer officers 
1 may be selected for subordinate com-
J mands in the different regiments, inas-
: much as the decision to appoint only 
regular army officers does not apply to 

I positions below the grade of colonel.

1 elections ought to be held before any 
change is effected in the way of redis­
tribution of votes or seats. If the gov­
ernment does not then introduce a bill 
providing for universal suffrage, the 
working classes promise to predipitate 
matters by a general strike throughout 
the country. The government is be­
tween the devil and the deep sea. If 
they oppose universal suffrage they are 
threatened with a revolution which 
may sweep away -the monarchy. On 
the other hand, universal suffrage is 
liable to result in tie return of such a 
large Sdcialist and Republican majority 
in the chamber that the monarchy will 
be equally threatened.
