The city council met in adjourned 

regular session Saturd ay evening. 
All present but Aid. Mecusker. Aid. 
Moeglein was not present at first.

The Electric & Water Co.'s bills 
were rejected as usual. 

Justice Shaw's report was not ap­
proved, there being some question 
regarding an item. The amount in­
volved was 1.50. The judge was 
present and made a few pointed re­
marks on tha matter. 

The committee on municipal 
affairs—Martin, Hill and Peterson-
made a farcical report, written for 
them by Attorney Lyon, in which 
the mayor and city clerk are charged 
with illegally issuing orders—al­
though Judge Searle denied the in­
junction asked to prevent them from 
issuing the orders. The committee 
is so frightened over the imminent 
danger in whfch the city appears to 
be over the terrible deeds of the 
mayor and clerk that it suggests 
that they furnish bonds in the sum 
of $2000 each. Also finding that 
under Mayor Vasaly's adminis­
tration the city has become very 
good, and less police ar«? therefore 
needed, the committee recommends 
that the number be fixed at t#8. 
The committee are fearfnl that with 
four officers, or three, there won't be 
enough money tor street work. 
This when it is known that street ex­
penditures since April 1st have been 
the most extravagant in the history 
of the city, and two pf the aldermen 
who signed this report are more re­
sponsible for this extravagance 
than anybody else. These same two 
who are so watchful for economy, 
are the two that engineered the park 
scheme, and would have put it 
through before now but that they 
feared the mayor's veto, and were 
afraid of public sentiment. These 
same gentlemen would have had no 
objection to four officers it the 
mayor had kindly allowed them to 
do the appointing, and one of the 
two has said that four would be all 
right if his ward could be recog­
nized. These are the sort of ma­
terial that makes reports on "econ­
omy." There is as mucia materia) 
for a comic opera here as there used 
to be in the Transcript's arguments 
during the city campaigns of 1898 
and 1899. 

After the report: was read the coun­
cil passed a resolution fixing the 
number of police at two, one to be 
chief, at $50 per month, and an 
assistant at $45 per month. Mar­
tin yoted four times for the reso -
lution, and Lane and Moegelin voted 
no. 

Bre'r Martin then told the clerk to 
iniorm the special officers the coun­
cil wouldn't allow them over $1 a 
day, and then carried a motion to 
the effect that the mayor and city 
clerk famish bond* in the sum of 
$2000 each. 

Having saved the country to this 
extent, the council took no action on 
a communicationfrom the Fourth 
of July committee, asking that the 
use of revolvers, guns and giant 
crackers be prohibited within cer­
tain limits. 

The liquor bond of C. E. Carlson 
was approved, with N. Richardson 
and. H. A. Rider as sureties. 

Although Mr. Lyon informed- the 
council that in his- opinion Mr. Bent-
field was not fire warden; that be 
had no authority to appoint assis­
tants or Are police, the majority 
confirmed a list which Bentfield 
handed in, refusing to confirm the 
list of assistants handed in by Chief 
Emder. The great majority of the 
tire department will stand by Chief 
Emder and pay no attention to the 
council's action. Mr. Emder ha* 
appointed Dr. Mara first assistant 
and John McDonald second 

fire police have been appointed by 
the mayor, and their names are giv­
en elsewhere., Aid. Martin did not 
care to hear Lyon's opinion, but 
Alderman Lane and Moeglein in­
sisted on an opinion. It ought to 
be ^realized by this time, however, 
that if an opinion suits the council 
majority, it will be all right, but if 
it doesn't, np attention will be paid 
to it. 

The Transcript and Wages. 
EFPITOR HERALD: Desiring that 

the public will not miss the "moral" 
the Transcript wishes to evolve from 
the labor eituation, I will give that 
paper a few point9 so it can draw it 
strong. If it will investigate it will 
find that the regular section men are 
paid $1.25 per day, the track laying 
and gravel crews receive $1 .40 a day, 
the saw mill men about $1.50 and 
the street crew $1.65 per day, and 
the paw mill people, the track fore-
man and the street commissioner, 
havp more application for work than 
they have places—and at above 
wages. 

Does not something appear wrong 
when one firm has to offer $2 per 
day for men and still not get enough 
when good men are seeking work 
elsewhere in the city for 60 cents less 
per day? 

Every business man in this city de-
sire$ wages to be high. This is a 
manufacturing-city, therefore a city 
of workingmen. The better wages 
paid, the better for business men of 
all classes, for when laborers and far­
mers are prosperous, the merchant, 
is correspondingly benefitted. T'uo 
best, way to reduce the wages of 
those now here is to do what the 
Transciipt has done—publish with­
out qualification the statement that 
men are scarce in Little Falls at $2 a 
day,. The Transcript knows that 
in only a single case, and that be­
cause it is difficult to get men willing 
to do the amount of work demanded, 
is $2 paid, yet it is so far lost to 
the interests of the people, that it 
advertises for outside labor to come 

ofcomorehent^ 
the inevitable result will be to either 
keep ^ages at the present average 
level of $1.40 per day, or cut them 
down, since men rushing here after 
the two-dollar jobs so flippantly ad­
vertised, coming with just) enough 
money to get here, must have work, 
and that means that wages will go 
down. No paper publishing mislead­
ing statements to the direct injury of 
the resident working man is a fri end 
to either the city or its people. ,

The work is unusua lly 
trying. Two dollars a da^ is paid as an 
inducement for men to do that partic -
ular kind of work, and not because there 
is in this town a scarcity of men. O n 
other jobs laborers are getting $1.40 a 
day.
