HIS SILENCE BROKEN 
EX-CONSUL MACRUM TELLS WHY HE 

LEFT PRETORIA. 

Seventy-eight Wagons of Boer Stores 
and Ammunition Secured. 

LONDON, Feb. i9.—A dispatch to the 
war office from Lord Roberts says that 
General Kelly-Kenny's brigade Friday 
captured 78 wagons of stores OQd am­
munition belonging to General Cronje.

LONDON, Feb. 19.—It is now prac­
tically confirmed that General Cronje 
escaped. Every detail received, how­
ever, shows how admirably Lord Rob­
erts' plans were laid and how well they 
succeeded. But for the unavoidable de­
lay at Dekiels drift, which was almost 
impassable for wagons, the whole Boer 
force would have been surrounded. The 
delay of one day gave them their chance 
for a hasty retreat. 

All the other movements of Lord Rob­
erts were executed exactly to time. Ap­
parently General Cronje is retreating 
with the main army and even if he es­
capes altogether he will probably lose 
all his baggage. Thtere are still some 
things doubtful about the capture of the 
British convoy. According to a Daily 
Mail correspondent with the convoy 
division, which consisted of 200 wag­
ons, each loaded with 

Six Thousand Pounds of Rations 

and forage and drawn by 16 oxen, it 
was quite unexpectedly attacked by a 
commando supposed to come from 
Colesberg. The escort, consisting of 80 
of the Gordon Highlanders, 40 men of 
the army service corps and a few of 
Kitchener's horse, maintained a defense 
until the arrival of reinforcements, sus­
taining insignificant casualties. The 
Standard's correspondent at Jacobsdal, 
telegraphing Thursday, Feb. 15, says: 

"An attack was made yesterday upon 
the rear guard of our main body by a 
force of 1,400 Boers, who were hurried 
up from Colesberg. They succeeded in 
capturing some of our wagons, but Lord 
Roberts did not delay his march to re­
take these. There were few casualties 
on our side." 

DISPATCH FROM BULLER. 
Tells of His Progress in the T.atest At-

Umpt to Uclieve Ladysniitli. 
LONDON. Feb. 20.—The; war office has 

received the followiiis: dispatch from 
General Built;T: 

"Chioveloy Camp, Feb. 19.—I yester­
day moved around the enemy's flank. 
The Queens, who ha<l bivouacked011 the 
northern slope of Cin^ola. crossed the 
Nek and, supported by the rest of the 
Second brigade van lev Tiildyard, assault­
ed and took the southern end of Monte 
Christo. 

"The Fourth brigade on the left or 
western slope and the Welsh Fusiliers, 
supporter! by the rest: of the Sixth brig­
ade, assaulted the eastern flank of the 
enemy's position, while the Second brig­
ade cavalry 011 the extreme right, 
watched the eastern slopes of Monte 
Christo and drove back those of the 
enemy attempting to jr*.cape there from 
our artillery fire. Assaulted by heavy 
artillery fire, 011 their front and flank, 
and attacked on their flank and rear, 
the t^uemy made but slight resistance 
and, abandoning their strong position, 
were driven across the Tugela. I have 
taken several camps, a wagon load of 
ammunition, several wagons of stores 
and supplies and few prisoners. 

"The weather has been intensely hot 
and the ground traversed was exceed­
ingly difficult. But the energy and 
dash of the troops have been very pleas­
ant to se<-. They have all done splen­
didly. The work of the irregular cav­
alry, the Queens, the Scots Fusiliers and 
the Rifle brigade was, perhaps, most 
noticeable, while the excellent practice 
of the artillery and naval guns and the 
steadiness of the gunners under, at 
times, very accurate fire, was remarka­
ble. The accurate fire of the naval guns 
from Chievely was of great assistance. 

"Our casualties are not, I think, 
many."

KELLY-KENNY'S HAUL. 

HI* iMRcial Letter* apd Dispatcher Were 

Tampered With by the British Censer 

and He Desired to Report in Person. 

Says Secretary Hay Wired Him the De­

sired Permission for Leave of Absence. 

WASHINGTON, Feb. 15.—Charles E. 
Macro*, formerly United States consul 
at Pretoria, has given out a signed 
statement regarding his reasons for 
leaving the' Transvaal capital. The 
statement begins as follows: 

"The situation in Pretoria was such 
that, first, I could not remain there 
while my government at home was ap­
parently in the dark as to the actual 
conditions in South Africa; second, that 
as a man and an American I could not 
remain in Pretoria sacrificing my self-
respect while the government at home 
continued to leave me in the position of 
a British consul and not an American 
consul. 

Mr. Macrum then tells of his attempt 
to compel Americans to remain neutral, 
bat that in spite of his efforts they were 
continually going to the front as burgh­
ers. Even the American vice consul re­
signed his position and took np arms for 
the Boers. 

His Mail Tampered With. 
Regarding the difficulty of sending 

and receiving mail and dispatches Mr. 
Macrum says: 

"It was over four weeks from the 
time the war opened before I received a 
single mail or dispatch from my gov­
ernment or a single private letter. The 
mail for the Transvaal had all been 
stopped at Cape Town by order of the 
high commissioner. When this mail 
was formally forwarded to me, after 
Captain Stowe, the consul general at 
Cape Town, had secured its release I 
had the humiliation, as an American 
representative, of sitting in my office 
and looking upon envelopes of the 
United States, officially stamped, sealed 
with a sticker notifying me that the let­
ters had been opened at Durban. I 
looked up the international law and 
failed to find that any military power 
has the right to exercise its judgment of 
examining the dispatches of a neutral 
government to its representative. This 
interruption continued all the time I 
remained in Pretoria. 

Requests Leave of Absence. 
"The misrepresentations which had 

been going on before the war and after 
it opened were of such a serious nature 
and would require such detailed ex­
planation that on the Gthday of Novem­
ber I filed a cable to the department in 
code, stating that I wished leave of ab­
sence in order to visit the States. To 
this I received a reply advising me that 
my presence at Pretoria was important 
to public interests. I again wired the 
department. 011 Nov. 8 and 11, but to 
these dispatches I received no reply. On 
Nov. 14 I again wired the department 
stating that I could not leave without 
permission; that I would forfeit my post 
if the reasons which I would make to 
the department did not prove satisfac­
tory. This cable was retained by the 
censor until Dec. 2, when I had advices 
that it had just been forwarded. To 
this I received a reply reiterating the 
refusal to grant, leave of absence. 

Agrees to Stick to His Post. 
"Upon the receipt of this reply, which 

was on Dec. 15,1 immediately wrote to 
the department accepting the refusal to 
grant me leave of absence and stating 
that in that matter I would abide by 
the decision of the department and that 
I was unable to convey a definite ac­
count of the conditions there by mail. 
Several days later I received a message 
saying, 'You mav come home,' signed 
Hay." 

Mir. Macrum then tells of his depar­
ture from Pretoria under the impression 
that he was still consul and of his ar-
arrival at Washington on Feb. o, when 
he was informed that Secretary Hay's 
son had been officially appointed to suc­
ceed him. He had expected to make 
his report and be returned to Pretoria. 
Continuing, he says: 

"Instead of this I found that Secre­
tary Hay did not see fit to await my> 
personal report and has been a silent or 
conniving partner to the discrediting 
reports of my official action. 

Not Aware of "the Secret Alliance." 

"I wish to state here that when I ac­
cepted my post I knew nothing of a 
secret alliance between the United 
States and England and I had seen 
nothing in the consular instructions 
that made an American consul subject 
to the whims and caprices of an En^iipi 
military censor in Durban. 

"There is not one soul who can poiht 
to a single official act of mine which de­
parted from the strictest neutrality. 
My confidential dispatches to the de­
partment contained information which 
will show my sympathy for the repub­
lic, but which time will prove to be un­
biased as to actual facts. 

"My acts as a publie official are all 
recorded at the department. My acts 
now as a private man can in no way in­
volve the public service and I simply 
make this statement in my own de­
fense." 

STICKS TO HIS STORY. 
Ex-Consul Macrum Will Furnish Evidence 

of Its Truthfulness. 
PITTSBURG, Feb. 19.—Charles F. Mac­

rum, former' United States consul at 
Pretoria, left for Washington at 10 
o'clock on the Baltimore and Ohio road. 
Before leaving he said: 

"I do not withdraw a word of my 
fharges against the British officials in 
South Africa. If I am called upon I am 
prepared at any time to testify to them 
and furnish evidence of their truthful­
ness." v 

Mr. Macrum is evidently delighted 
over the effect of his statement made 
public last week. He says he is not go­
ing to Washington on any special mis­
sion, but wants to be on the ground to 
give his testimony should it be desired.
