NO ONE SERIOUSLY INJURED. 

Great Fight of Doukhobors With Ca-
1 nadian Police and Citizens. 

Minnedosa, Man., Nov. 10.—Another 
chapter in the history of the Douk­
hobors' pilgrimage to convert the 
world has closed. On the arrival of 
the Doukhobor army here on Friday 
they were met by Mr. Pedley and Mr. 
Spee?*!, the government agents, who 
led them to the skating rink. 

The next morning they spread 
around town, begging as they did the 
day before, but came back and had 
their meat at 11 o'clock. Then a 
break was made to move east. 

When they discovered they were 
confined and couldn't go they made a 
slight show of forcing their way out, 
but were held back by mounted police 
and were kept in until a special train 
of six empty coaches and three cars of 
Northwestern mounted police arrived. 
Mr. Speers entered the rink and asked 
them to go quietly, but Bebros, "John 
the Baptist," who had been exhorting 
them ever since their arrival here to 
remain firm, again tried to hold them 
together. Mr. Speers grabbed ZebrofE 
and in spite of his struggles and fight­
ing. ran him out of the rink and call­
ed to the police to bring the rest. They 
went out all right, but as soon as out 
they locked themselves together by 
every man hugging another, making a 
solid body. 

Then excitement commenced. Citi­
zens turned in and helped the police, 
but it was hard work for awhile to get 
the Doukhobors apart, it taking four 
and five men to pull one Doukhobor 
from this interlocked mass. They had 
to go. however. Some went quietly 
when broken away, while the majority 
fought every inch of the ground. 

The special train arrived at York-
ton, 1500 miles northwest, without mis­
hap. From there a march of seventy 
intervenes to reach the settlement.

F. N. Davis, resident manager of the 
Minneapolis office of the D. Appleton 
Publishing company, has been arrested 
on the charge of, embezzling $500 of 
the firm's money.

The supreme court has upheld the 
constitutionality of the state drainage 
law.

Fred Pennington of Stillwater, this 
state, died at North Yakima, Wash., 
last week after a week's illness of ty­
phoid fever. He was a pioneer in the 
lumber business in Minnesota, and up 
to a short time ago had interests in the 
industry on Puget sound. 

A locomotive was stolen from the 
Rock Island yard at Albert Lea Friday 
and run north at full speed. The yard 
men immediately gave chase in anoth­
er locomotive and overtook the fugi­
tive five miles out. The throttle of the 
stolen engine was closed and no one 
in sight. 

Captain James L. Fisk, prominent 
in the exploration and settlement of 
the Northwest and a Minnesota vet­
eran of the Civil war, died at the sol­
diers' home last week. Mr. Fisk was 
sixty-seven years old. He was a native 
of New York and came to Minnesota 
forty-five years ago. 

Iron ore shipments from the Minne­
sota ranges during October amounted 
to 1,902,201 tons, as compared with 
1,633,163 tons in October of 1901, an in­
crease of 269,038 tons. Shipments for 
the season to Nov. 1 are given as 13,-
764,530 tons, a gain of 3,95*0,735 tons 
over the same period last year. 

It is reported on good authority that 
extensive additions are to be made to 
the Northwestern shops in Winona. 
In the neighborhood of $25,000 will 
be expended, provision being made for 
the rebuilding of locomotives there. 
The arrangement will give employ­
ment to close to 125 more men. 

The Minnie Harvester company of 
Minnesota has incorporated at St. Paul 
with a capital stock of $6,000,000. The 
incorporators are members of the law 
firm of Kellogg & Severance and young 
men in their offices. The identity of 
the Eastern capitalists who are offi­
cially stated to be associated in the 
project has not been disclosed. 

The sudden collapse of a section of 
the sixth floor of the new seven-story 
warehouse occupied by the Bement-
Darling Agricultural Implement com­
pany at Minneapolis, resulted in a 
hundred tons of sugar, salt and agri­
cultural machinery crashing succes­
sively through the lower floors and the 
complete wrecking of the building. 

Pickards, Mather & Co., Cleveland, 
and Joseph Sell wood, Duluth, have pur­
chased the lease formerly owned by 
the Great Northern Railroad company 
of the Cyprus mining property, cov­
ering eighty acres. It is an open pit 
mine, and has a capacity of between 
'2,000,000 and 3,000,000 tons of ore an­
nually. 

The Merrill diamonds, that were 
nearly lost at Duluth recently and 
were then found to be valued at over 
$7,000, have been looked up by tax of­
ficials. who find they have been as­
sessed at only $300.
