The congressional situation in the 
sixth district is one of the queerest in 
current politics. At present the con* 
test seems to be nip and tack between 
Backman and Foster. Many who sap-
ported Bookman two years : ago are 
now<f<$ foster,- and the reverse Js 
also trae. , Backman is likely to gain 
in some of the ooanties that went 
against: him before, while Foster is 
cattiag into Buckman's strongholds, 
says the Minneapolis Journal. 

There are .many republicans in the 
sixth distriot ,who are not satisfied to 
see either man beoome a fixture. They 
are in, a quandary. There is so much 
of this sentiment that it looks as if a 
strong man could come in at the last 
minute and beat both of them. This 
is not likely to occur. Senator Brower 
seems to have no desire for a con­
gressional oareer. A. N. Dare, James 
A, Martin and others who have been 
mentioned refuse to take the bait, 
so it seem* that the primaries will 
have to pick either Backman or Fos­
ter and the voters who do not care 
for either are uncertain as to which 
man ought to be beaten. They want 
to frame, things up for a new deal 
two yean from now, and the question 

ith them is which of the two candi­

dates would be easiest to defeat in 
1906? Backman would not have the 
second term plea to maka, and this 
would be in Foster's favor. On the 
other hand, Foster seems to have less 
positive strength than Buc man, and 
his campaign last time and this has 
consisted ohiefly of opposition to 
Buokman. This year Buekman will 
suffer from the timber trespass record, 
and two years from now the effect of 
the disclosure may be dissipated. So 
it is leallyatossap with this element 
of sixth district republicans. 

Buokipaals patronage arguments 
have ajl.been used. His good appoint* 
ments tiave been made, and in the 
nqxt two years there will be little to 
dispense. 

The effect of the Dunn-Collins fight 
is hard to determine. The linee are 
not closely drawn on the congressional 
contest,, although Bqokman was an 
open supporter of Dunn, while Foster 
was content to saw wood in his own 
interest: and so did not earn the an­
tagonism of Collin's friends. A. T. 
Eoerner, former state treasurer and 
Foster's townsman, is doing the most 
active work for him, and has been 
touring the district working up Foster 
sentiment/ It is related that he went 
to Princeton with two other Foster 
men and had a personal Interview 
with Dunn. The delegation had been 
Dunn supporters, and they insisted on 
his keeping hands off the congression­
al matted. While he did not promise 
to do so, thdy think Dunnes personal 
inflaence will dot be exerted to any
