Votoru ‘Voting at-the ‘primary dan-
not ‘'sign’ nominating petitions of in-
dependent candidates  according to the
following letter to Sheriff Bailey of
Bemidjl : z

‘‘In your favor of Sept 9 you eub-
mit the question-as -to -whether it is
lawful for the nominating petition of
an independent candidates to be signed
and made up ovrior to the primary
election day. The law does not name
any time for securing signers to sach
a petition. I can see no eound reason
whty suoh petition may not be law-
fally signed by electors prior to the
primary election day. Such signing
does not deprive any elector of the
right to participate in any primary
election. bat if he does participate in
any primary election he cannot then
sign & nominating petition. Chapter
90, General Laws of 1908.
