H. P. Kauritzen, Tyler's oldest citi 
•en, is dead, aged eighty-two. 

The nineteenth annual meeting oi 
the Southern Minnesota Teachers' as­
sociation was held at Mankato last 
week. Fully 300 teachers were pres­
ent. 

Ten heavily loaded cars were ditched 
and demolished in a freight wreck on 
the Northern Pacific near Fergus Falls. 
No one was hurt hut traffic was sus­
pended. 

The announcement is made that Sen­
ator E. B. Hawkins of Biwabik, St. 
Louis county, will be in the race for 
the Republican nomination for lieuten­
ant governor." 

A pair ot' "strong arm" robbers held 
up John Watson at 8 o'clock in the 
evening within half a block of the 
West hotel, Minneapolis, and took all 
of his money. > 

John Holberg, a tailor, was run down 
by a switch engine in the Omaha 
yards at St. Paul. His head was 
crushed out of resemblance and his 
neck was broken. 

A lone highwayman attempted to 
hold up the saloon of John Westerdahl 
at Minneapolis last week, but was 
frightened away by the bartender. 
John Alsta, with a hammer. 

M.;meapolis millers have shipped 
2,011,523 barrels of flour since Sept. 
25, which is an average of 77,3GG for 
each business day and the high record 
for any equaliy long period. 

A score of hogs and steers were 
killed in a wreck in the Great North­
ern yards at St. Paul and seven stock 
cars were piled in a heap. The wreck 
was due to the breaking of a coupling. 

John Holien of Dennison, Goodhue 
county, thirty-seven years old, was 
run down and killed by a Great West­
ern train near Randolph. The man's 
mangled body was found by a section 
hand. 

A movement is on foot to array the 
powerful interests of the Minneapolis 
chamber of commerce in opposition to 
the EJsch-Townsend bill for the regula­
tion of freight rates by the federal 
government. 

Edward Bennett, a clerk in the em­
ploy of the Northern Pacific Express 
company at St Pq^il, has been arrested 
for attempting to influence a juror in a 
suit for damages against the St. Paul 
City Railway company. 

Broken in health and mind through 
grief at the death of his only daughter 
Robert G. Agnew, a long time resident 
of Minneapolis, committed suicide 
some time Thursday evening or night 
by hanging himself from a rafter in a 
vacant barn. 

A man named Amundson was run 
over by an engine and instantly killed 
while working with a threshing crew 
on a farm near Gary. He was stretch­
ing the belt, when it broke and the 
engine ran Backward, the drivewheels 
passing over his body. 

The state board of control ha? 
awarded contracts for 8,725 barrels of 
flour, the total supply for state institu­
tions for the nine months which will 
end July i, 19(56. The exact contract 
price is not made public, but it is ap­
proximately $4 per barrel. 

Governor Johnson will probably re­
move from office Sheriff Charles M. 
Eric k son of Roseau county as the re­
sult of charges preferred by the sher­
iff s father, Eric Erickson. Ericlison 
charges his son, the sheriff, with being 
an habitual drunkard and is frequently 
incapacitated for work for several days 
at a time. 

The state fair management has set­
tled with Frank Sebenthal of Eau 
Claire, Wis., who was badly hurt by 
falling from a Ferris wheel, by paying 
him $2,500 in full settlement of all 
claims both for his own injuries and 
lor the death of Mrs. Sebenthal, who 
was killed. Sebenthal has recovered 
from his injuries. 

According to figures compiled by the 
state census bureau half the people 
living in St. Paul are natives of the 
state. Twenty-eight and four-fifths per 
cent are foreign born. The remainder, 
21 1-5 per cent, were born in some 
other state of the Union. The figures 
for Minneapolis are 29 1-3 per cent for­
eign, 41 1-3 per cent are natives of the 
state and 26 i-3 of some other state. 

Peter August Eklund, who was re­
cently arrested in London on his con­
fession that he had embezzled $11,000 
from the Clay County Land company, 
will not be allowed to go unpunished. 
Governor Johnson has notified Elihu , 
Rod(, secretary of state, that the Clay* 
county officials are ready to proceed 
against Eklund and wished him held. 
County Auditor Eid, who claims he is 
out $800 through Eklund's misdeeds, 
has sworn to the complaint. 

E. S. Carj', attorney for C. D. Craw­
ford, the Elk River boxcar murderer 
condemned to death and refused a new 
trial by the state supreme court, has 
announced that he will ask the pardon 
board for a commutation of sentence 
for the condemned man. The pardon 
board does not meet regularly, how­
ever, until Jan. 10 and the hanging 
may be fixed for an earlier date by 
Governor Johnson. It would be neces­
sary in this event, if the application is 
to be made, that a special meeting of 
the board be called. 

State land sales being held in the 
pprthern and western parts of Minne­
sota are meeting with great' favor 
among prospective settlers. The sale 
at Hallock, in Kittson county, has dis­
posed of 8,240 acres of land at an aver­
age price of $7.25. In Marshall county 
4,500 acres were sold at Warren at an 
average of $7 per acre. At Crookston, 
in Polk county, 1,500 acres were sold 
at an average price of $8.53. In Red 
Lake county 4,800 "acres were sold at 
Red Lake Falls at an average price of 
98. Tn the four counties 19,040 acres 
were disposed oL 
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ATTACKS ADMIRAL TRAIN. 

Mob of Chinamen Roughly Handle* 
American Officer. 

London, Oct. 31.—A dispatch to the 
Evening Standard from Shanghai says 
that Rear Admiral Train, commander-
in-chief of the American Asiatic squad­
ron, and his son, Lieutenant Train 
have been victims of a savage attack 
by Chinese outside of Nanking. The 
American officers were pheasant shoot­
ing when the admiral accidentally shot 
a Chinese woman, slightly injuring 
her. Hundreds of villagers thereupon 
surrounded the officers, took away 
their guns, knocked the admiral down 
in the mud and held Lieutenant Train 
as a hostage. Forty American marines 
landed as a rescue party were attacked 
by a mob of Chinamen, who tried tc 
pitchfork the officers. The marines 
were obliged to fire twice. The Chi 
nese officials refused to restore the 
officers' guns and supported the vil­
lagers. 

ON BATE LEGISLATION 

TWO REGULARLY ORGANIZED AS 

SOCIATIONS ARE TO CON­

DUCT CAMPAIGN8. 

Chicago, Oct. 28.—Both conventions 
•f the Interstate Commerce Law 
league were adjourned sine die during 
the day without making any efforts at 
reconciliation and as a consequence 
there will be two regularly organized 
bodies working In the interest of rail­
road rate legislation. The title of the 
new association after much discussion 
was selected as "The Federal Rate As-
aoeiation." 

The resolutions adopted by the 
"anti" convention declared "the rail­
roads shall be kept within their de­
fined rights" and that "such legislation 
be taken as will remedy existing evils." 

In addresses of its members this 
convention protested that its delegates 
had not come to Chicago in the inter­
ests of the railroads. 

The regular convention before ad* 
journing adopted resolutions endorsing 
President Roosevelt's plan for general 
government rate regulation by enlarg­
ing the powers of the interstate com­
merce commission. It was also de­
cided to send a copy of the platform as 
adopted direct to the White House by 
a committee of five. 

It was decided by the executive com­
mittee to organize in every state and 
enter upon a vigorous campaign for 
the success of the Roosevelt rate legis­
lation plan. 

According to present plans, a strong 
lobby will be sent to Washington at 
the next session of congress. 

TAFT SAILS FOR PANAMA. 

Secretary of War Will Spend Ten 
Days on the Isthmus. 

Norfolk, Va., Oct. 28.—The fleet 
United States triple screw cruiser Co­
lumbia passed out the Capes of Vir­
ginia during the day flying the pennant 
of Secretary of War Taft and bearing 
that official and the accompanying 
party bound for the isthmus of Pan­
ama. The secretary will return in 
about ten days.

on the wage issue being reached. 

The latest official estimate of the 
shortage of the Japanese rice crop 
this year places it at nearly 14 per 
cent less than the average and 25 per 
cent lower than the crop of last year. 

Frederick Hesketh, twenty-six years 
old, committed suicide at Minneapolis 
by shooting himself through the head 
with a revolver. The act was prompted 
by despondency brought on by illness. 

Rev. H. D. Fisher, who has just died 
at Baldwin, Kan., was one of the most 
famous characters produced by the 
trying days of the border warfare in
