FATHERS UPHOLD SONS. 

SAYS IT LEADS TO ATHEISM 

Pope Issuee Encyclical Strongly Con­
demning "Modernism. 

Rome, Sept 18.—The Osservatore 
Romano, organ of the Vatican, has 
issued an important encyclical of Pope 
Plus X. on "Modernism," which really 
is a completion of his recent syllabus. 
The document sets forth that Modern 
ism is a serioua danger to the church, 
pefers in detail to the various features 
•f Modernism, condemns it as danger­
ous in philosophy, faith, theology, his­
tory, criticism and reforms and arrives 
at the conclusion that Modernism is a 
synthesis of all heresy and must log­
ically lead to atheism. The encyclical 
makes the following provisions: 

First—The teaching of philosophy, 
positive theology, eto.. Is to be carried 
on In t&e church schools And unlver-
aftlea nut fa ft Catnollc spirit. 

Second-Modernists Are to be re-
•K>?ed from pmessorshipt And the 
direction of educational Institutions. 

ThfrO—The clergy and faithful are 
got to be allowed to read Modernist 
publications. 

Fourth—A committee of censorship 
Is to be established in every diocese 
to pass upon the publications which 
the clergy and faithful shall be per­
mitted to read. 

Fifth—The encyclical of the late 
Pope Leo. XIII. prohibiting the clergy 
from assuming the direction of pub* 
licatlons without their bishop's per­
mission and providing for supervision 
of the work of ecclesiastical writers 
Is confirmed. 

Sixth—Ecclesiastical congresses, ex­
cept on rare occasions, are prohibited.

FORTY MINERS INJURED. 

8erious Explosion in Colliery at Rock 
Springs, Wyo. 

Rock Springs, Wyo., Sept. 13.—Forty 
men were injured, twenty seriously, 
by an explosion at the mouth of the 
third entry to mine No. 10, owned by 
the Union Pacific Coal company. 
While a number of the injured are 
very badly burned it is not expected 
that any of them will die. The explo­
sion was caused by lamps of miners 
setting fire to coal dust that had been 
stirred up by runaway coal cars in 
their flight down a grade after jump­
ing the track.
