This w ill 
mean that any one who must purchase 
seed cum will have to exercise unusual 
care in bis puicbase. 

Only varieties known to ripen in the 
locality should be purchased; and, 
whenever possible, it should huve 
been grown in the immediate locality. 
Corn that requires tbe fall ? of 
tbe season to ripen in a given locality, 
cannot with safety or profit be prrwu 
very much farther to tbe northward. 
This will mean that the farmers should 
insist on seed-corn that is high in it 
germination-test and strong and vigor­
ous in its vitality. Good vitality make 
seed corn wortb a good price, while 
poor vitality makes it dear at any price. 
Seed corn growers are usually honest; 
but, if one would know wnat be is 
buying, he shoulu purchase his seed-
corn only on toe ear. This will afford 
him an opportunity to know the type, 
of corn that be is buying; and, when 
bought under a guarantee as to its 
germination test, he can give it the 
individual-ear test and compel the 
seedsman to make good bis guarantee.
