7 LIQUOR LICENSES GRANTED

BY COUNCIL MONDAY NIGHT.
BILLS ALLOWED AND OTHER
BUSINESS TRANSACTED

The city council met in regular
monthly session at the ecity hall Mon-
day evening, with Aldermen Moeg-
lein, Venners, H. Peterson, Geo.

Chief fire warden G. W. Emder an-
nounced that he expected to be gone
from the eity during the greater part
of June, and that during this time P.

. Vasaly, assistant fire chief, would

take his place.
T. C. Gordon, representing the
Water Power company, reported that
he had investigated the matter of —ut-
ting water mains on Second avenue
southwest, and that he could not find
any possible gain from the improve-
ment, as there would be no patrons
on the entire extension with tue ex-
ception of one possible customer for
water for lawn purposes during the
The matter was re-
ferred to the street committee for n-
vestigation. These ‘water mains were
ordered in by the council last fall.

Frank Kiewel appeared before the
council and asked that the city donate
$150 toward the support of the band.
The music fund of the city contains
only about $151 at this time and if
this amount would be donated there
would be nothing left for other ap-
propriations. The matter was referred
totvhe band committee with power to
act.

A transfer of billiard table license
from B. Chrichilles to R. H. Adams
was granted.

A. K. Hall was granted a permit to
erect a steel ‘billboard on lot 7, block
6, Mississippi addition. :

There is also some ques-
tion as to whether the N. P. railway
company would build their share of
sidewalk over their right-of-way on

Louis W, Vasaly asked if anything
had been done in regard to establish-
ing a grade for the sidewalk on First
street northeast., The chairman of the
street committee reported that very
little had as yet been done. He stat-
ed that the roadway is far above
grade at this place and that if the
walk were built to grade it would be a
great deal lower than the street. The

A. Marchant appeared before:  the
council and asked that some dirt be
hauled into the alley back of his pro-
perty in the south part of the city,
near the river. The alley is unpass-
