VETERINARY NOTES 
Be cautious in feeding very hot or 

tired horses. 
Don't feed too much hay to your 

horses. Such feeding is an injury to 
the horse. 

Moldy feed of any kind may be dan­
gerous, especially moldy cornstalks or 
any corn products. 

The idle horse requires sKill and 
judgment in feeding, just as much as 
the hard-working horse. 

Cattle and sheen are likely to bloat 
on clover pasture if the clover is d~;«ip 
from the dew or a warm rain. 

For bloat, tap a sheep or cow in the 
left flank, well forward. Keep a tro­
car handy and know how tu use it. 

A barrel of water in the hay or grain 
field, and a pail to each horse at about 
10 o'clock on a hot day and again at 
about 3 o'clock is not only kindness 
but a measure of safety for the horse.
