A good collar, fitting the horse’s
neck, and hames adjusted to fit the
collar without too great down and side
draft will do much to prevent sore
shoulders, says Dr. M. H. Reynolds,
veterinarian at the Minnesota college
of agriculture. Sore shoulders ean be
prevented easily by a little care at
the right time,

‘blacking is a useful remedy. It forms
a smooth surface over the sore, thus
preventing chafing, and has mildly
astringent properties.’’

GOOD LAWNS MAKE BEST EURAL
S8CENE

A lawn is the foundation of ‘ever
beautiful ' farmstead pi¢ture. Eac
farmstead should be a picture: well
framed with trees and green fields.
Persons who travel over the state ap-
preciate the change that has taken
place in appearances in the last twen-
ty-five years. The prairie house with-
out lawn, tree or shrub has given place
to a home in a setting of well-kept
grass and flower plots, shade trees and
shrubs. And this is doing its part
toward making Minnesota a more
beautiful place to live in.

In the early spring the lawn needs
to be cleared of such rubbish as leaves
and twigs and weeds. This may be
done by raking, as soop as the ground
is hard enough to prevent injury. One
should never go on the lawn when it
it soft.

An application of rotted barnyard
manure will furnisa plant food to en-
able the grass to grow strong amd to
make it dark-green in colyr. Rolling
will firm the surface and make it more
even. Where the grass has been worn
off or worn through, a little seed
should be scattered over and lightly
raked in.

Kentucky blue grass is the best va-
riety for permanent lawns. For the
first planting, a mixture of eight
pounds of Kentucky blue grass, one
pound of Red Top and one pound of
white clover may be used. The clover
and Rep Top will give way in a few
years to the blue grass.—R. 8. Mack-
intosh, horticulture specialist, Univer-
sity Farm, St. Paul.
