Serbians Defeat Bulgarian Force es
Serbo-Greek Frontier and Capture
Kessali Railroad Station—
Roumanias Claim Success
“in Transylvania.

London, Oct. 5. — With rain still
keeping the operations of the Allies
and Germans on the Western front in
France mainly to artillery duels, inten
est in the world war has been trans-
ferred to the Russian Roumanian and
Macedonian fronts, in all of which
beavy fighting is in progress.

The fierce battle which has been
raging for several days west of Lutsk,
in Volhynia is still without decisive
result for either side, while in Galicia
along the Zlota Lipa river where the
Russians are trying to push through
to Lemberg the Austro-German forceq
are still holding back the Russians.

Slavs Suffer Heavy Losses.

Berlin, in its official account of the
fighting near Lutsk, says the Russian
dead numbers thousands.

Bucharest is still silent with regard
to the operations of Roumania’'s troops
which crossed the Danube river be-
tween Rutschuk and Turtukai and in-
vaded Bulgarian territory, but Berlin
pays these men have been hastily with-
drawn in the fear of being encircled
by the forces of Field Marshal ven
Mackensen.

Fresh gains by the Roumanians
against the center and left wing of
the Teutons operating to the north in
Dobrudja are chronicled by Bucharest.
At Amzacca a position of the Teutons
was captured and with it more than
1,000 prisoners and seven guns and
wmuch war material.

Bucharest Claims Successes.

In Transylvania from Orsova, om
the Danube, near the Hungarian Rou-
maian frontier to the Bukowina bor-
der, numerous engagements have been
fought. Bucharest claims successes
for the Roumanian arms in the region
of Odorkim, between Fogaras and
pighiscara and in the mountains west
pf the river Alt. '

It is admitted that the Roumanian
troops were withdrawn from the Jiu
valley, but before falling back they
flestroyed the coal mines at Petrozny.

Serbs Drive Back Teutons. '

The Berlin war office admits the re-
lirement of the Teutontc allies before
the Serbians to prepare positions near
Lake Presba, on the Western end of
the Macedonian front and also at Nize
pill north of Kaimakealan height on
the Serbo-Greek frontier and that the
British are maintaining themselves in
positions they have captured along the
Struma river north of Lake Tahinos.
In this latter region the British have
gdded to their front the town of Jeni:
