New York, April 26.—The American
steamship Mongolia, a vessel of 13,634
tons, owned by the International Mer
cantile Marine company, left an Ameri-
can port for London April 7 on its sec-
ond trip since Germany's submarine
declaration of Feb. 1.

No Statement By Government.

Mongolia at this time.
