You'll find that you'll get farther 
on the journey by observing the rules 
of the road. You'll have more mileage 
and more friends. You'll keep the re­
pute of all sensible and law abiding 
citizens. 

The fellow that insists on breaking 
the moral road rules goes to the ditch. 
Sometimes folks are sorry for him. 
Usually, they forget him and mention 
as they go by the place '' That's where 
So-and-so went into the ditch." Kill 
him?" "No, not quite, but left him 
a cripple." There are many moral and 
business cripples crawling about be­
cause they insisted on making their 
own road rules. 

Drive a decent gait. Watch the 
signs.

HARDING ASKS 
AID FOR ROADS 

President Urges Congress to 0. 
K. Plan for Adjustment of 

Rail Claims. 

SETTLEMENTHELDNEAR 
Floating of Securities Already In 

Hands of Railroad Administration 
Only Object—Farmers Relief 

Also Proposed. 

Washington—President Harding, in 
a special message to Congress asked 
it to extend the authority of the War 
finance corporation to purchase secur­
ities probably up to $500,000,000 now 
in the hands of the Railroad admin-
istratlon so that the proceeds may be 
used for settlements with the rail­
ways. This, the President told Con­
gress, would open the way to "early 
adjustment and relief of the railroad 
problem. 

Mr. Harding gave only the bare out­
line of the plan he wants Congress to 
approve. Details are to be given out 
later by the railroad administration. 

Wants Relief for Farmers. 
The President, however, made clear 

these salient points of his plan: 
That the War Finance corporation 

be empowered to, buy railway secur­
ities now held by the director generals 
so that officials may have funds to 
settle with the railroads without dip­
ping into the treasury. 

That the powers of the corporation 
be broadened so that it can extend 
further relief to the livestock raisers 
and farmers. 

Mr. Harding also revealed that to 
hasten a settlement with the govern­
ment the railroads have consented to 
waive their claims based on the asser­
tion that labor depreciated in value 
during government control and that 
the government should pay for this. 
The waiver, however, will not preju­
dice their rights if they should take 
their claim to the courts. 

Sees Way for Early Adjustment. 
Mr. Harding then explained that the 

government owed the railroads and 
the roads owed the government, and 
that settlements have already been 
made for claims totaling $225,568,764. 

"The way would seem clear to very 
early adjustment and relief except for 
the fact that the railway administra­
tion, though possessing assets, doe 
not command the lunds necessary to 
meet what will be its admitted obliga­
tions," the message said. 

The proposal that the war finance 
corporation be empowered to nego­
tiate these assets was then made. 

While the government is thus mak­
ing payments to the roads, the roads' 
debt to the government will be funded 
—that is, payment spread over a 
period of years.

Mandan, N. D.—Under cloudless 
skies, citizens of Mandan began tak­
ing stock of damage wrought by a 
cloudburst Monday night, Vhich sent 
water rushing from the hills surround­
ing the city through streets with the 
speed of a millrace, to a depth of three 
feet.

The plans had been discussed ten­
tatively with the Navy department, of­
ficials said, but it was found the pro­
hibition unit would have to defray ex­
penses of the craft used, and lacks 
sufficient funds. They are going ahead 
with ther assistance of the ooast guard, 
it was added, in an effort to sweep tile 
seas^of the rum runners. r

(I. S. IS HELD LIABLE 
Court Blames Railroad for Los­

ses in Cloquet Fire. 

1,000 Damage Cases Aggregating Be­
tween $12,000,000 and $15,000,000 

Involved. 

St. Paul—The United States railroad 
administration is liable for damages 
resulting from the Cloquet fire of 1918, 
laid to the Great Northern railroad at 
that time operated by the federal gov­
ernment, the Minnesota state supreme 
court decided. 

Total liabilities for 278 cases which 
have been reviewed will reach ap­
proximately $2,000,000, whereas the 
grand total of liability for the entire 
group of approximately 1,000 cases 
will reach an amount aggregating be­
tween $12,000,000 and $15,000,000. 

The case originally was brought be­
fore the St. Louis county district court 
in the case of Phillip Hall against 
James C. Davis, an agent of the Presi­
dent, under the transportation act. 

The St. Louis court held that gov­
ernment railroad administration liable. 
The director general moved for 
amended findings on a new trial and 
the motion was denied by the St. Louis 
county authorities. The federal au­
thorities then appealed from this to 
the state supreme court, and the su­
preme court in its decision denied the 
appeal. 

The finding of the Duluth court was 
that the defendant was responsible for 
the destruction of property in this fire 
of October 12, 1918. In the order 
signed by Judge W. A. Cant of Du­
luth, Philip Hall, Claimant in this par­
ticular case, is entitled to $7,400 dam­
ages. 

According to the findings the fire 
was started at Mile Post 62, a distance 
13 miles from Cloquet, and then swept 
into the city. The claim of the rail­
road company was that other fires or­
iginating south and east of Cloquet 
caused the losses. The court, however 
disagreed, denied the petition for 
amended findings or a new trial. 

3-CENT POSTAGE IS HINTED 

Corporation Tax, Minus Exemption, 
Also Urged in Revenue Plan. 

Washington—Plans for building a 
new tax law took more definite form 
as preparations were completed for 
the actual beginning of revision of the 
revenue laws by the House ways and 
means committee. 

President Hardihg heard details of 
proposed action from Chairman Ford-
ney during the day, and information 
leaked out indicating that the 3-cent 
postage stamp might be resorted to 
as a revenue producer. The return to 
the 3-cent stamp was understood to 
have been discussed by Secretaiy Mel­
lon, Fordney and other Republican 
members of the ways and means com­
mittee.

PELLAGRA THREATENS SOUTH 

Harding Acts to Halt Spread of Dis­
ease and Famine. 

Washington—Alarmed at reports of 
a threatened "semi-famine" coupled 
with an epidemic of pellagra in a large ; 

section of the southern cotton belt, * 
President Harding requested both the 
Public Health service and the Amer­
ican Red Cross to make immediate in­
vestigation and report what could be 
done by the federal government to re- " 
lieve the situation. 

The President declared that if found 
necessary Congress would be asked to 
pass special legislation. 

Latest reports received by the Pub­
lic Health service were said to indi­
cate that pellagra this year in the cot­
ton belt would claim about 100,000 vic­
tims, of whom it was estimated 10 per 
cent would die. 

"That pellagra would show a heavy 
Increase this year was foreseen last 
fall when the cotton market failed," 
said a statement issued by the health 
service.
