BELIEVE UNDERGROUND WATER 
SUPPLY HAS BEEN FOUND 

Indications are that there will be no 
difficulty in obtaining a splendid un­
derground water supply for this city, 
as it is believed that a desirable loca­
tion for the wells has been struck in 
the area where tests are now being 
made by the Lane & Bowler Company 
of Memphis, Tenn. Two wells have 
already been sunk on the land former­
ly used for a lumber yard by the Pine 
Tree Manufacturing Company, Second 
street northeast. In the first, the drill 
was broken when a depth of 21 feet 
had been attained, a boulder or ledge 
of rock being encountered. A good 
flow of water was struck in a deep 
vein of sand and another well was 
started a few feet away. This well 
was drilled to a depth of 34 feet, when 
the drill was broken on a rock. The 
indications of water were still more 
favorable here, the last fourteen feet 
containing water. Mr. Chapman, in 
charge of the drilling, has driven 
down a 4-inch pipe and will make an 
effort to determine whether the roek 
struck in the second well is a boulder 
or a ledge. In case it is the former 
and there are another few feet of 
water, it is -not likely that tests will 
'be made elsewhere as a vein 15 to 20 
feet deep is considered very good. 

. Samples of the water will be taken and 
sent to Consulting Engineer Wolf, to 
determine the degress of purity.

COMMITTEE FINDS 
HUGE SUPPING LOSS 

POORLY ADJUSTED TRAIN 
SCHEDULES WASTE FOOD 

SUPPLY 

v". 

Livestock producers are losing mon­
ey, consumers are paying highef prices 
for meat, and food is being wasted 
as a result of improper marketing. 
That is the conclusion reached by a 
coi. iulzree of farmers, packers and 
railroad officials, which has been in-
vestgating the shipment of livestock to 
the south St. Paul market. 

The findings of the committee will 
be laid before the county farm bureaus, 
the Minnesota Farm Bureau federation 
announced today. The facts revealed 
by the investigation, the federation 
says, are of vital importance to every 
farmer in the county who raises live­
stock for market. Heavy losses are 
suffered by both farmers and towns­
people, the committee said, 'because 
shipments to the South St. Paul market 
are not adjusted to the capacity of the 
the yards nor to supply and demand. 

Shipments are so arranged that the 
market is glutted on some days and 
undersupplied "on others. The report 
shows that in one week last year, 41.7 
of the stock cars received on the 
South St. Paul market arrived on 
Monday, only 15.8 per cent on Tues­
day, 14.5 per cent on Wednesday, 
14.4 per cent on Thursday, 9.3 per cent 
on Friday and 4.5 per cent on Satur­
day. 

"Such a condition," the committee 
said, "causes congestion on the rail­
roads, which means a greater time on 
the cars for the stock, with consequent 
loss in weight and a heavy loss due to 
death and crippling. It also causes 
stockyards congestion, makes it impos­
sible to handle stock efficiently, forces 
the employment of many more men 
than should be needed, gluts the mar­
ket and forces prices down. All this 
economic waste means less money for 
the producer and higher prices for the 
consumer. 

"It is of the utmost importance that 
the various railroads do not schedule 
stock trains to arrive at the yards on 
the same day. We believe that by get­
ting representatives of all railroads, 
producers' organizations, packers and 
"stockyards to work together, a great 
deal can be done to improve condi­
tions. '' 

The committee's findings will be 
used as a basis for recommendations to 
railroads and shippers in an effort to 
prevent flooding the market with stock 
on one day and undersupplying it on 
other days. 

The Minnesota Farm Bureau federa­
tion, the Minnesota Central Co-opera-
tive Commission association, the Union 
Stockyards company, the North Dako­
ta Agricultural college, the packers 
and four railroads are represented on 
the committee. The inquiry marks the 
first time that all these interests have 
united to eliminate marketing waste in 
a territory as vast as that which /ships 
livestock to South St. Paul, farm bu­
reau officials say.

ARE DRILLING TEST WELIfl FOR 
CITY WATER SUPPLY HEBE 

Lane & Bowler, well drilling con­
tractors of Memphis, Tenn., who have 
the contract to. sink test wells for a 
city water supply here, have a crew 
on the job now. The first well was 
sunk in the old lumber yards of the 
Pine Tree Manufacturing Company 
near Second street and Seventh avenue 
northeast. A ledge or boulder was 
struck after reaching a depth of about 
twenty feet and it was necessary to 
start another well a few feet away. 

L. P. Wolf, consulting engineer, has 
been engaged by the city to select lo­
cations for the test wells and to make 
tests of the soil and water where wells 
are sunk. 

Livestock commission rates 20 to 35 
per cent lower than the prevailing 
charges have been adopted by the new 
co-operative marketing agency organ­
ized on the South St. Paul market by 
Minnesota farmers. 

The company was to open for busi­
ness August 8. 

The board of directors, made up of 
farmers elected at a statewide confer­
ence in St. Paul, decided last week to 
charge the commission rates set by 
the state railroad and warehouse com­
mission. Other dealers previously had 
prevented enforcement of. . the new 
rates by appealing to the courts. 

"The farmers ' Celling Agency "volun­
tarily accepts the rates fixed by the 
commission," W. A. McKerrow, man­
ager of the co-opexative association, 
said. "We believe these rates are 
reasonable, and that the farmer should 
not be forced to pay more than Is ab­
solutely necessary to cover the cost of 
marketing his livestock efficiently. If 
the local co-operative shipping associa­
tions of the northwest support their 
central agency, the cost of doing busi­
ness can be reduced 50 per cent within 
two years."

Farmers Gathering Facts on Deflation 
Two statewide surveys were begun 

today by the Minnesota Farm Bureau 
federation to find out the exact effect 
of present economic conditions on the 
state's normal agricultural develop­
ment. 

At the request of the state federa­
tion, county farm bureaus began gath-
gathering information on purchases of 
farm machinery and on farm improve­
ments made during the last six months, 

"The great handicap of agriculture, 
in its fight for legislative relief and in 
its 'business developments, always has 
been a lack of accurate, specific infor­
mation," farm bureau officers said. 
"One of the great services, the farm 
bureau is doing for the farmer, and for 
the rest of the country as well; is the 
gathering of authoritative data show­
ing conditions as they actually exist 
in the production of the nation's food. 
The severity of the setback suffered 
by farmers because of the present con­
ditions will be reflected in their ability 
or inability to make improvements on 
their farms, and to buy needed equip­
ment. '' 

A similar survey just completed 
showed that in 49 counties, farmers 
have to pay from 8 to 10 per cent in­
terest on short time loans, and that in 
32 counties a bonus was required on 
long term loans. v

'Some very good Dakota rangers aver­
aging about 1300 pounds and showing 
a little grain sold Monday at $8.35, 
with bulk of the beef steer, sales from 
$5.75 to $7.50. Common and medium 
grades of butcher she stock sold large­
ly from $3.50 to $5.00> with a few good 
cows up to $5.50, and good heifers up 
to around $6.50 or slightly above. Can-
ners and cutters have shown com­
paratively little improvement, bulk 
selling from $2.00 to $3.25. Most of 
the bologna bulls sell from $3.25 to 
$4.25. Veal calves are 50c lower than 
a week ago, packer tops today $7.50, 
seconds, $4.50. More feeding steers 
have sold at or above $6.00 this week 
than for some time, some fleshy 1060-
pounders reaching $7.25 Monday and 
two loads of around 1100 pounds bring­
ing $6.85 Tuesday, but the bulk of the 
stockers and feeders sell from $4.00 to 
$6.00. 

Hogs have scored a 75c to $1.00 ad­
vance this week, more than making up 
last week's losses. Range today $8.25 
to $11.40, bulk $8.75 to $11.00i choice 
pigs $11.00. Lambs steady to 25c lower 
bulk of good natives $8.75, few $9.00 
to $9.25, culls $4.50 to $5.00, bulk of 
ewes $3.00 to $4.00.

These are are improved strains of rye, 
of higher yielding quality and sells well 
on the market for seed purposes. 

Picric Acid 
Nearly 4,000 pounds of picric acid 

have been ordered through the Farm 
Bureau office. 20,000 pounds are re­
quired to make up the carload allot­
ted to Morrison county. 

Farmers wishing to use this material 
should place their orders eariy, so that 
the car may be shipped in this fall. 
Should we delay too long, we may lose 
our allotment entirely. Order through 
the Farm Bureau office or any bank be­
fore September 1. 

The points to remember about picric 
acid are: Tt costs 7 eerits per lb, at 
Sparta, Wisconsin. The freight will 
vary from 2 to 3 cents. It has as much 
kick as 50 per cent dynamite. It is 
not injured by freezing. The cartridges 
weigh 6 ounces. It is safer to handle 
than dynamite and does not cause head­
aches. It requires a No. 8 cap to set it 
off.
